Retired Air Force Colonel Michael Brazelton, a 

four-time Silver Star recipient and former Vietnam War POW, reflected on this lapel 

pin’s significance, "I have had a number of medals pinned on me in my day and this is 

certainly the highest ranking and the most honors I have received for any pinning 

ceremony," Brazelton said. "Even though it might just be a lapel pin to a lot of people, 

this is like a medal to the Vietnam veterans." 
 

 

Distributed only through our Commemorative Partners, this lapel pin will be presented 

to veterans who served during the Vietnam War period as a lasting memento of the 

nation's gratitude.  Living U.S. veterans who served on active duty in the U.S. 

Armed Forces from November 1, 1955 to May 15, 1975, regardless of 

location, are eligible to receive one lapel pin.
