“Are You Ready?” 
 

“Just as man is destined to die once, and after that to face judgement, so Christ was sac-

rificed once to take away the sins of many people; and he will appear a second time, not 

to bear sin, but to bring salvation to those who are waiting for Him” (Hebrews 9:27-28). 

In July of 1959, the Queen of England visited Chicago.  The city made careful prepara-

tions for her coming.  The waterfront was readied for the docking of her ship.  The waste-

baskets were painted and the red carpet was rolled out.  Many hotels were alerted.  

When the Drake Hotel was informed, the manager replied, “We are making no plans for 

the Queen; our rooms are always ready for royalty.” 

In a similar way, spiritual preparation must be continual if we are to be prepared for the 

coming of the King of kings.  Indeed, Jesus will come again to take His followers home to 

that place He has prepared for them (Acts 1:11; John 14:1-3). Thus, it can be truthfully 

said that heaven is a prepared place for a prepared people.  Nowhere is this so clear as in 

the First Epistle of John.  John wrote, “Dear friends, now we are children of God, and 

what we will be has not yet been made known.  But we know that when He appears, we 

shall be like Him, for we shall see Him as he is.  Everyone who has this hope in him puri-

fies himself, just as He is pure” (1 John 3:2-3).  If we would be prepared for the coming 

of Christ, we must constantly and continuously fix our hope upon Him by purifying our 

hearts in obedience to His truth (1 Peter 1:22).  

When Jesus comes again, there will be no time for the hurried frenzy of last-minute 

preparation.  As Jesus said, “Therefore be on the alert, for you do not know which day 

your Lord is coming” (Matthew 24:42).
