Invisible Chains

Invisible Chains   

· Abusing the Image of God when abusing women. 

· At least 50,000 women and children are smuggled into the United States each year for prostitution. (UNICEF, 2004) 

· Every year 200,000 girls from Nepal, many of the under the age of 14, are working as sex slaves in India. (CNN.com) 

Invisible Chains   

· Some 200,000 women and children from Burma have been forced into prostitution in Thailand. (CNN.com) 

· The Thai government reports that 60,000 Thai children have been sold into prostitution. 

· As many as 300,000 children aged between 6 and 14 are virtually enslaved in brothels in Sri Lanka.  
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· The Prostitution Project states that of 155 cases for forced prostitution brought before the courts in the Netherlands, only four resulted in conviction of traffickers. 

· Kevin Bales, president of Free the Slaves, America’s largest antislavery organization, estimates that at any time, there are between 30,000 and 50,000 sex slaves in captivity in the U.S. 

Invisible Chains   

· UNICEF estimates that between 70 and 80 million street children live in the worlds urban centers. Parade Magazine estimated that in 1987 that 1.3 million runaways live in the United States. The U.S. department of health and human services estimates that about 50 percent of the runaways are victims of some sort of sexual exploitation. 

Invisible Chains   

· Similarly in the Philippines, the Ministry of Social Services and Development concluded that child prostitution rivals as the major occupation of the 50,000 to 70,000 street children who roam metropolitan Manila. 

· What is the church’s role in breaking the invisible chains that dehumanize and destroy the majestic image of God in the women and girls who are sold into slavery?
