On September 11th, 
the ninth race of the 
Blackjack Enduro 
Circuit season was 
held at a new loca-
tion, Blackjack, MO.  
Yes, the name of the 
town is called Black-
jack.  If you can call 
it a town, with four 
houses and a church.  
Brian Jahelka, BJEC 
scoring chairman and 
webmaster, was con-
tacted about the 4,000 
acre ranch the spring 
of this year.  The 
landowners were 
open and willing to 
have an enduro on the 
property.  They have 
long term plans to set 
up a campground and 
OHV trail system.  
Brian, and anyone 
that would help, set 
about cutting trails 
like crazy.  Everyone 
commented that they 
could tell how much 
work had gone into the trails.  Not only were the trails cut and 
well marked, but also well broken in. 
 
The one thing Brian couldn’t control, the weather, didn’t 
really cooperate.  There was a definite lack of rain and plenty 
of dust.  Hotter than normal temperatures for the month of 
September didn’t help either. 
 
I showed up Friday afternoon, set up camp and a couple of 
hours later, Kevin and Kole Henslee joined me.  Our plan was 

to ride the course Saturday as guinea pigs and see if there 
were any problems or areas where we had questions.  But first, 
we had to check out the dinner at Smith’s restaurant in 
Collins.   
 
We had no problems with the course on Saturday.  The mile 
markers were all right on.  The corners and intersections were 
well marked.

We received our check assignments for Sunday.  We would be 
the first check on the trail on all three loops. 
 
Terry Brumley and Greg West joined us on the check crew Sun-
day morning.   
 
Eight-time BJEC Circuit Champion Steve Leivan changed his 
usual strategy of riding on the back row for a slot on the front 
row, due to the dust.  He would be the only rider riding dust –
free.  Everyone else was riding in a cloud of dust all day. 
 
The funniest thing that happened all day happened toward the end 
of the first loop.  A young rider on a KTM 65 caught another 
rider on a full size bike in our check.  The full size bike takes off 
in front, only to stall it in a tight corner a few yards down the 
trail.  Then, we hear the KTM 65 rider yell, “Move it!”  I don’t 
know who he was, but watch out in a few years. 
 
Our check was the first check on the loop at 3 miles from the 
start.  It was followed by eight miles of single track before the 
second check.  The test started out with a 15 mph speed average 
and jumped to 18 at 5.5 miles. It was doable by all the faster rid-
ers.  Many of the senior riders I compete with were dropping 1 or 
2 points at check out. 
 
This was followed by a short transport section leading to the grass 
track.  The start of the grass track was a known control, which 

means you 
can get there 
up to 15 min-
utes early, but 
you have to 
wait for your 
minute to take 
off.  The 
speed average 
jumped to 48 
mph through 
the 3.2 grass 
track.  No one 
could main-
tain 48 mph 
on the grass 
track.  The 
promoters did 
s o m e t h i n g 
special by 
putting a ra-
dar gun and 
display on the 
long straight 
away so the 
riders could 
see their top 
speed. 
 
Leigh Letellier set the fastest time through the test, dropping only 
1 minute and 76 tie breaker points.  It would be Leigh’s claim to 
fame for the day, a flat tire would take him out for the day on the 
second loop.

Zack Bryant slowly comes into the first check 
on the long course. 
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There was 
five minutes 
of free time to 
get the riders 
back on time 
after the grass 
track.  The 
final check on 
the first loop 
was a time 
keeper back 
at the end of 
the loop, 
about 6.5 
miles later. 
 
For the sec-
ond loop, 
riders would 
follow the 
same trail, 
only going 
much faster 
this time.  
The speed average was 21 miles per hour.  Our check was 
again three miles into the loop at the 33 mile mark this time.  
The A and AA riders were able to get to the check in on time.  
Many of the other riders dropped points at the check in.  The 
check out was 12 miles later, about 4 more miles then the first 
loop. 
 
Steve Leivan posted a tough score to beat, dropping one min-
ute and 89 tie breaker points.  Walker Luedtke  kept Steve hon-
est with 2 points and 145 tie breakers for the second fastest 
time through the test. 
 
After the special test, the speed average dropped to 13 mph.  
There was also 20 minutes of free time to get riders back on 
time.  The trail was also very scenic.  At one point, it took rid-
ers under a big overhang, it was like riding through a cave.  
Brian put a short reset at the top of big overlook, giving riders 
a chance to look at some great Missouri scenery.  A short time 
later, the riders were back at the grass track to give it another 
shot.   
 
The grass track worked the same way this time around.  But 

after the grass track there was no 5 minutes of free time after 
the test.  The fast guys could get back on time, but the rest of 
the riders didn’t.   
 
The short course riders were finished.  Tom Eidam topped all 
senior short course riders, dropping 13 points.  Earl Schnell 
was second with 18 points.  First-time enduro rider Malcolm 
Wood finished third, dropping 20 points and 835 tie-breaker 
points.  David Wormington and Jerry Hoffman finished ONE 
second apart.  Both dropped 20 points, Wormington had 913 
tie-breaker points and Hoffman had 914! 
 
In the C class, it was John Newberry and Ryan Southard drop-
ping 20 points.  Newberry took the win with 726 tie-breaker 
points to Southards’ 869.  Robert Hicks, Travis Bullcock and 
John Moore finished fourth, fifth and sixth with 22, 24 and 26 
points respectively. 
 
Our check crew moved for the third loop.  Brian added about a 
mile of single track to the beginning of the of the first test.  
And he moved the check out about four miles down the trail, 
making a 17-mile special test.  This section had overall winner 
Leivan dropping nine points and second overall Luedtke 
dropped 10 points.  The B riders dropped points in a wholesale 
fashion through this test.  Ryan Rolleder, overall B winner, 
dropped 18 points.   
 
The third loop would skip the grass track.  I personally didn’t 
get to ride this last special test, but I heard that there were a 
couple drop offs that riders had to go down on the gas, or go 
over the bars.  Leivan again topped all riders, dropping seven 
in this section, with Luedtke following with an eight.

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Leivan would finish the day with 20 points and Luedtke fol-
lowed with 25 points. 
 
Andrew Smith would top all A riders and finish third overall, 
dropping 31 points. 
 
Johnny Rhodes finished third AA and fourth overall with 36 
points.  Zack Bryant battled computer problems all day to finish 
second A rider and fifth overall.  OK, they were self–inflicted 
computer problems. 
 
It was a very good, well-run event.  Everyone I talked to had 
fun.

We need to get the workers lined up 
and a few remaining tasks assigned.  Is Admiral Blue Water out 
there? 
 
Race Reports: 
Wow, there were a lot of races this past week end, September 17th 
and 18th.  The MHSC race at Bixby was attended by many OM-
TRA members.  I got this report from Mike Davis: “It was a mud 
fest with 6 hours of downpour on Sunday morning. Walking in the 
pits was even getting to be a little challenging.
