John rose to management positions at AT&T Bell Laboratories and Sandia National Laboratories during his career in the microelectronics industry and holds six US patents representing major advances in semiconductor technology.  He authored numerous publications in the areas of Materials Science, Process Development, and Manufacturing Technology.  Following his retirement from AT&T Bell Laboratories in 1989, and through 2010, he served as a consultant to Sandia National Laboratories and the US Department of Energy (National Renewable Energy Laboratory). 

John was very active in Oldwick, NJ where he and Sonia raised their family.  John was an avid runner, completing several marathons.

John touched the lives of many people through his career and community service, but most of all through his warmth and generosity as a husband, father and friend.  His home was always open to family, friends and neighbors.  He loved walks on the beach, Red Sox baseball, reading, and the company of friends.  His dignity, courage, and compassion were an inspiration to all during his final struggle with cancer.

A memorial gathering will be held at his residence in Fort Myers Beach, Florida later this year. Owner Locker Room Locks – Originally, the padlock placed on each owner’s locker room used the same key that opened the owners’ condominium.  The Association’s “master key” also worked on each padlock.  Over the years, some owners replaced their padlocks with store bought locks and keys and neglected to provide a key to the office.  Many lockers contain main sewer drainpipes that the Association must maintain.  To insure that the office has the ability to maintain the locker room areas, it is vital that all owners make sure that the office has a means to access their locker. If your locker key is the same as your front door key, the office has access.  If not, please provide a locker key to the office as soon as possible.
Pest Control – Every month throughout the year, the Association’s pest control company treats the common areas at the Creciente for “bugs”.  Annually, each individual unit is sprayed for insects as well.  On Tuesday, September 27, 2011 our staff will assist this company in spraying inside of each unit.  If you prefer that your unit does not receive this service, please contact the office as soon as possible.

Occupancy Rates – During the month of August the average occupancy rate included 33 owners and 6 renters/guests for a total of 39 occupied units or 23%.
