Chairman Green calls the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and leads everyone in the pledge of allegiance. 

ON A MOTION BY CARLTON FRITZ, SECONDED BY HARRY RAMPE AND UNANIMOUSLY CARRIED, THE MINUTES OF THE OCTOBER 25, 2012 MEETING ARE APPROVED AS SUBMITTED.

# 11-12 IDEAL SNACKS LLC 

89 MILL STREET 

Glenn Smith and Zeke Alenick are present for tonight’s review. Glenn submits a revised site plan as well as a SWPPP requested by the board at the last meeting. 

Chairman Green:  Comments and concerns regarding the flood plain have been going back and forth via e-mails; Pam has been trying to keep everyone in the loop as to what the conversations have been.

Glenn:  Dave’s questions if it's in a flood way or in a flood zone?

Glenn explains to the board the difference between a flood way and a flood zone. Ideal Snacks is in the AE flood zone. 

Attorney Chapman:  Which is better or worse? 

Glenn:  Being in a flood zone is better because you’re better able to address the issues at hand. Being in a flood way is more complicated to deal with. A flood way is where you see the trees flowing down the waterway. In the flood zone, we can flood proof the buildings foundation and satisfy all of the requirements. The basement is below the 100-year flood plain; we’ll flood proof it and either Joe or I will certify to the work upon completion. It will be in compliance with the Village’s regulations and I believe that Pam is the Flood Plain Administrator. 

Pam:  Yes, I am. All of this will be reviewed in conjunction with the building permit and c/o procedure. 

For clarifications purposes, the flood maps being referenced to on this project are dated February 18, 2011.

Chairman Green:  Are there any other problems? 

Glenn:  The other question you had was relative to the water line. It’s a 6’ cast iron line that goes to the end and loops around. 

Chairman Green:  Is it going to be encased in concrete? 

Glenn:  No. He (Ken) prefers it to be encased in ductile. Same thing about the sewer line.

Chairman Green:  The sewer dead ends? 

Glenn:  No. The sewer goes does to a manhole and then to the pump station at Elm Street. 

Chairman Green:  And he (Peter/Ken) only wants this section replaced? 

Glenn:  Yes. I show the manhole here, this section will be replaced and we’ll run it into a manhole here. 

Dan:  I think the only public comment we had at our last meeting was from your neighbor, Mr. Schwartz, who was concerned about run-off and ponding at the back of his property. 

Glenn:  We went back and looked at that and we don’t see any problem.  Zeke has installed one 15” culvert pipe here to catch this run-off. He’s also installed a culvert pipe on this side to channel any water away into the ditch. Looking and the grass and vegetation we just don’t see it.

Chairman Green:  We received the 239 comments back from the county. They offer no comment one way or the other but have two questions:

· The applicant needs to clarify that the storm water from the proposed “gravel surface deliveries truck yard” will be handled, and

· The applicant should inform the board about how the building footprint reduction will affect the site plan.  Will the roads be changed? Will the area be planted? Will the basin remain in the same location? 

These items have already been addressed in past discussions. 

Chairman Green reads the short form EAF into the minutes. 

ON A MOTION BY DAN RATNER, SECONDED BY HARRY RAMPE AND UNANIMOUSLY CARRIED, THE BOARD DECLARES A NEGATIVE DECLARATION IN THIS MATTER. 

ON A MOTION BY CARLTON FRITZ, SECONDED BY DAN RATNER AND UNANIMOUSLY CARRIED, THE BOARD GRANTS FINAL CONDITIONAL APPROVAL TO IDEAL SNACKS LLC, CONDITIONED UPON THE FOLLOWING FOUR (4) POINTS: 

1. COMPLIANCE BY THE PROPERTY OWNER WITH ALL LAWS, RULES, REGULATIONS AND REQUESTS BY THE MAYOR OF THE VILLAGE OF LIBERTY WITH RESPECT TO WASTERWATER, STORMWATER, AND U SE OR DISCHARGE BY THE PROPERTY OF, ONTO, OR THROUGH ALL MUNICIPAL (VILLAGE) INFRASTRUCTURE; 

2. CONDITIONED UPON APPROVAL BY THE VILLAGE ATTORNEY OF FILED DEED AND DOCUMENT INDICATING ON PROPERTY MAY NOT BE SOLD WITHOUT THE OTHER. ADD A NOTE TO THE MAP THAT ONE PROPERTY MANY NOT BE SOLD, LEASED OR OTHERISE ENCUMBERED WITHOUT HE OTHER (THE TWO PROPERTIES BEING SBL 113-3-1.2 AND 113-3-5.1)

3. CONDITIONED UPPON APPROVAL BY THE APPROPRIATE VILLAGE OFFICER, EMPLOYEE, OR DPW SUPT. OF THE APPLICATION FOR ACCESS TO VILLAGE ROAD (ROSE LANE); 

4. CONDITION UPON COMPLIANCE WITH ANY FINAL COMMENTS OF THE VILLAGE ENGINEER (DELAWARE ENGINEERING) AND THE VILLAGE ATTORNEY INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO RECEIPT OF ANY REQUIRED LICENSE FOR USE OF THE VILLAGE EPROPERTY (APPLICAT WILL AMEK APPLICATION TO THE VILLAGE BOARD) ALONG WITH PROOOF OF INSURANCE TO NAME THE VILLAGE AS ADDITIONAL INSURED FOR SUCH USE.
