These boats were built in Brooklyn, NY and

used throughout the Coast Guard from the 19400s

the U. S. Navy. The Navy designation was CG -1. CG -1 served in the English

Channelon D  -Day. It was assigned to rescue anyone who ended up in the

water during the invasion. Robert Horlick , the builder, built the model in

honor of his uncle, Boleslaw Gakusik , who served on CG -1. It took  robert

about 5 years to build the model, using original USCG plans.
