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THERE IS NO FEAR

The salvation of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ is the only salva-
tion; there is none other name under heaven given among men whereby
we can be saved. If we know Him we have the pearl of great price for which
we might wisely exchange all other treasure. If we know Him we have
access to all that is best in this life and in the life to come. It may take a
vast store of patience in working out our own salvation, it may require
many hours spent in waiting before God; but “all things are yours” in
Jesus Christ our Lord, and there is a more abundant life for every child of
God; and we are more than conquerors through Him that hath loved us.

Yet we meet many Christians who have failed to attain victory over
the power of the enemy in one way or another. We know a minister of
the gospel who is tortured by a fear that he will become insane because
one of his parents was mentally unbalanced. And yet it is written, “There
is no fear in love.” If there is fear in our hearts we need more iove; as
love comes in, fear is cast out. Someone has wisely said, “There is nothing
to fear but fear.” Let us be very, very practical for a moment: if we
Yave a slight soreness in the throat, are we afraid we will have a dreadful
cold? and if we do have a bad cold, are we afraid we will have pneumoni 1?
if there is tongilitis in the community, are we afraid one of ow» zhildren
will contract it, and that if he does, he will die? if some of your ancestors
died of tuberculosis, do you have a fear in the back of your mind that you
will contract the disease, and are you afraid to visit those who have it?
if you have a sore on your body that does not heal readily, do you fear it
is cancer? and if your father or mother died from cancer, are you more
fearful than ever? do you fear the lightning and the wind? do you fear
the darkness? do you fear the tongue of the tattler and busybody? do we
let the demon of fear torture us in many, many ways, destroying peace of
mind and body? Well, dear friends, in all these things let us remember
that Job in his affliction said, “The thing which I greatly feared is come
upon me, and that which T was afraid of is come unto me.” And if we
fear these things, the devil will probably bring them into our lives, as he
did into the life of Job. :

Job could have tarried before God for deliverance from that great fear
that he might not have had that terrible experience. If you and I have
a great fear in our lives, then in wisdom we will wait before our God for
deliverance from it; crying unto Him, “O Father, help me to love you more;
give me that perfect love that casteth out fear; help me to keep Thy com-
mandments, burn them deep in my mind and heart, so that I may rejoice
in Thy service and go forth to do Thy will day by day”; for “this is the
love of God. that we keep His commandments,” Oh, the way of the Lord

o SANCTIFICATION o=
Is It or Is It Not? --- Does It or Does It Not?

I Tkess. 4: 3, “For this is the
will of God, even your sanctifica-
tion.”

I Thess. 5:23, “And the very God
of peace sanctify you WHOLLY.”

I Thess, 4:7, “For God hath not
called us unto uncleanness but unto
sanctification.”

Multitudes of Christians do not
understand that there are TWO
WORKS OF GRACE; that God has
provided for both in His atone-
ment; and that He no more truly
calls us to “REGENERATION”
than He calls us to “SANCTIFI-
CATION.” But nothing is more
plainly taught in scriptures.

1. NOTICE THAT THERE ARE
TWO WORKS OF GRACE.

Jesus’ disciples had forsaken all
to follow Him. Their names were
written in heaven. They had
preached three vears, worked mira-
cles, cast out demons. Jesus said
the world hated them because they
were not of the world, even as He
was not of the world. Yet, mark it
well, He prayed “SANCTIFY
THEM?” (John 17: 17). They were
already converted: He prayed
therefore that they might have the

SECOND WORK OF GRACE.

Notice the teaching of First
Thessalonians. It was a young
church, just converted from hea-
thenism. The whole of the first
chapter is spent telling what good
Christians they were. They were
church members: had “faith, Licpe
2nd love in our Lord Jesus Christ”;
they were “elzcted,” and had “much
agssurance” of salvation. They
were ‘“‘mitators”. of the Lord, and
“turning from idols to serve the
living God,” “examples to all that
believed.” They sounded forth the
word. Few churches of the pres-
ent time can measure up to that
church. In that third chapter we
find Timothy reporting to Paul
that they had not backslidden (vs.
5-8), and yet the Apostle is pray-
ing night and day that their hearts
may be established unblamable in
holiness (3:10 and 13). ‘For this
is the will of God even your sanc-
tification.” (4: 3). It is always
so in the New Testament. SIN-

NERS are never called to be sanc-
tified, but to be converted. BE-
LIEVERS ONLY are commanded
to be sanctified. This proves that
it is a second work of grace sub-
sequent to regeneration.

II. WHBAT 1S SANCTIFICA-
TION ===

The English dictionaries will
give us a better notion of it than
most preachers have. See what
they say.

1. Webster: “Sanctify”: to make
free from sin, to cleanse from
moral corruption and pollution; to
purify.” (John 17: 17) “Sanctifi-
cation”: “The act of God’s grace
by which the affections of men are
purified or alienated from sin and
the world, and exalted to a suprems=
love to God.”

2. Century Dictionary: “In the-
ology, the act of God’s grace, by
which the affections of men are
purified and the soul is cleansed
from sin, and consecrated to God.”

These two dictionaries say that
sanctification is producad by an
“act of God.” Then it is instan-
taneous.

They say that sanctification
“purifies” or “frees from sin.”

They teach that it is done by
God..  So. it ‘iz NOT of man’s
“GROWTH” or “STRIVING”; it is
NOT produced by “EDUCATION”
or “CULTURE” or “SELF DISCI-
PLINE,” or “DEATH” or “PUR-
GATORY.”

We may define sanctification
then, as the CLEANSING OF THE
BELIEVER’S HEART FROM IN-
BRED SIN OR DEPRAVITY.
WROUGHT IN TUS INSTAN-
TANEOUSLY BY THE BLOOD OF
JESUS CHRIST.

III. NOTICE WHO SANCTI-
FIES.

“Now the VERY GOD OF
PEACE SANCTIFY YOU.” You
cannot cleanse your own heart
yourself. No church committee, or
priest, or preacher, or board of
elders, or bishon, or Pone can do
it. It is done hy “GOD HIM-
SELF.”

The verb “SANCTIFY” in the
Greek is in the aorist tense. That
means that God does it in an in-
stant of time. All the Greek gram-
mars and the learned modern com-
mentators tell us so. Bishop El-
licott: “The aorist tense denotes

singleness of action, instantaneous
perfecting in love.” Dr. Daniel
Steel says, “It means instantane-
ous sanctification.” So sav Bishop
Westcott, and Lightfoot, and Dean
Alford, and Dr. Agar Beet, and
Amugustus Meyer.

But all this rules out forever the
favorite “GROWTH THEORY OF
SANCTIFICATION.” Nobody ever
grew into it or ever will. It is not
taught in the Greek Testament. It
is not in human experience. IT IS
NOT GOD’S WAY.

IV. HOW COMPLETELY DOES
GOD SANCTIFY?

“The very God of Peace sanctify
you WHOLLY.” The German
Bible translates it “THROUGH
AND THROUGH.” “And I pray
God your whole SPIRIT, SOUL
AND BODY be preserved.” First
Thess. 5: 23. This means that we
are to be cleansed and sanctified,
NOT at death, nor after death. but
NOW, in this life, while still in
the body. “The oath which He
swore unto Abraham, our father.
to grant us that we be delivered
out of the hands of our enemies,
should serve HIM without fear, in
holiness and rightousn=sss before
ALL OUR DAYS.” This means
that our BODIES are to be sanc-
tified, cleansed from all unholy
appetites and abnormal nassions,
like the nassions for whiskey, to-
bacco. morphine, ete., and that all
the innocent natural appetites will
be nurged of the EXCESSIVE
AND ABNORMAL and made obed-
ient to reason. The body will then
be a fit temple for the Holy Ghost
to dwell in. The “SOUL”—all that
we have in common with the lower
animals, but in a highsr degree—
can be sanctified, our thought
power, and desires and emotions,
and the “SPIRIT” can be san~ti-
fied. The lower animals do not
have this faculty. It is that by
which we know God. and our obli-
gation to love and adore Him.
This puts us in touch with angels
and the spirit realm. These three
SPIRIT, SOUL and BODY—are all
there is of us. All may be sanc-
tified and be “preserved blame-
less.”

V. NOTICE THE PROMISE,

“Faithful is He that calleth you
who also will do it.” (I Thess. 5:
24). Do what? SANCTIFY YOU
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WHOLLY! What Saint Paul pray-
ed about in the previous verse.
Here then is the promise that
Jesus will sanctify. We know He
will do it, if we are willing, be-
cause:

1. Jesus prayed for it (John 17:
L7

2. He died for it. “Christ loved
THE CHURCH and gave HIM-
SELF FOR IT that He might
SANCTIFY IT, having -cleansed
G

3. It is His will. “This is th=
will of God, even your sanctifica-
tion.”

4. He calls us to it (I Thess. 4:
Tye
5. He chose us unto salva:ion
through sanctification. (2 Thess.
2:°13),

6. He is able to save to the utter-
most (Heb, 7: 25). “His blood
cleanseth from all sin.” (I John
13779,

V. HOW DO WE OBTAIN
THIS BLESSING

2. We hunger and thirst. “Bless-
