Here at the beginning of the New Year, I have been reflecting on Jesus’
prayer in the seventeenth chapter of John’s gospel, “that they may all be one.”
The “all” in his prayer means just what it says - everyone - all of us. And the
“one?” All humanity: you, me, the neighbor next door and down the street,
and all those sisters and brothers across the planet who are nameless to us
from Arkansas to Afghanistan.

“That we all may be one.” In a severely broken world, in what seems to be
an irreparably divisive times, I invite you to consider becoming an answer to
that prayer. Would you be willing in this new year of 2020 to pray fervently
for the unity of all people, the unity of all of humanity...all creation?

The God Christians see in the face of Jesus is a God of compassion.
Imagine a circle of compassion, then imagine nobody standing outside that
circle! That is the reality we believe God has created, a reality we are called
to embrace.

Creating circles of inclusion is not easy for most of us because too often
when we speak of unity we really mean uniformity - “that they may all [look
like, think like] us.” Creating those kinds of circles is easy, we know how to
start relationships with those who look and think like us. But relationships
among an increasingly diverse population like ours? We’re not so good at
starting those relationships! That’s something in seminary I was not trained
to do. So I ask you, what do we do? Not an easy answer. Let me suggest taht
for now we may have to take the advice of poet Ranier Maria Rilke and just
embrace the question, live the question, as he says, until one day we live into

ananswer. For many ofus
CHIL] COOK'OFF! if we don’t immediately
have the answer to
a question before us
we tend to despair. So
perhaps part of the answer
to the question of unity in
2020 is to simply keep
the question before us,
to look inside ourselves
and into the eyes of “the
other” and do all we can
to become answers to
Jesus’ prayer that “they
may all be one.”

During the month of December, my
staff and I have been working with our
Senate Chair counterpart, Senator Paul
Feeney, on setting up public hearings for
the months of January and February. In
addition, the reporting deadline for joint
committees to report out legislation is
February 5th. Conversations between
our offices will be ongoing to work out
the differences between both branches.
Meanwhile, the Governor signed into
law several pieces of legislation when
the Legislature’s formal session went
into recess on November 20th.

The House passed ‘“Breakfast
After the Bell” before recessing for
the holidays. It is currently before the
Senate awaiting action. The legislation
requires that all public schools with at
least 60% of their students eligible for
free or reduced meals would be required
to offer all students a school breakfast.
Each school would be required to
design a program that best suits the
needs of their students, whether through
breakfast in the classroom, grab and go
breakfast, or a second chance breakfast
in the school cafeteria. The Department
of Early and Secondary Education
would be responsible for establishing
regulations to implement the program
and collecting data in order to publish
information on its progress.

All of us have had at least one
negative encounter with a distracted
driver, whether they are using a cell
phone, talking, texting or watching a
video. The Governor signed into law
requiring that drivers use cell phones
in hands-free mode while operating
a vehicle. Law enforcement officials
will issue warnings to drivers for first
offenses until March 31, 2020. Drivers
will then be faced with a $100 fine
for the first offence, $250 and a safety
course for the second offence and $500
plus a surcharge for third and subsequent
offences. There is an exemption for

emergency and first responders
using electronic devices through
the course of their duties. Drivers
will also be able to use a single
tap or swipe for their GPS devices
and to activate hands-free mode.
A public awareness campaign
will be implemented to educate
drivers about this new law.
The law also updates existing
data gathered at traffic stops to
include a driver’s identifying
characteristics including age,
race, gender and location when
police issue a citation. This
information will be analyzed by
the Executive Office of Public
Safety and any group that is
contracted to do analysis. The
report will be published and there
will be at least 3 public hearings
for public feedback.

The campaign donations
and expenditure reporting law
has been updated to provide
more consistency and ease
for the public to review this
information. All candidates for
public office, except for school
committees, selectmen, and city
councilors in a community with
less than 65,000 people, will
use the state depository system.
This system will require banks
that hold a candidate or existing
officeholder’s campaign account
to report the aggregate deposits
and expenditures to the Office
of Campaign and Political
Finance on a monthly basis. This
information will be published on
its website. Campaign finance
reports will be reported on a
quarterly basis, which provides
specific details about campaign
donors and expenses. During
an election year, candidates will
file five reports, two during the

first half of the year, one before
the primary election, one before
the general election and one year-
end report. Massachusetts will be
the first state to have a third party
verify the disclosure of information
of campaign accounts. There will be
greater clarification on how campaign
donations are solicited on websites
and through social media. This new
law goes into effect in 2021.
