
     

FISHING TOURNAMENT 

REGISTRATION:  Registration will be on Friday August 18th from 6:00 pm – 7:30 pm. and on Saturday 

August 19th from 7:00 am – 7:30 am at the Information Gazebo on top of the hill in the park. You may 

also print a form from the website and mail to the address listed below.  Deadline for mailing in 

registration is August 15th. 

START/FINISH:  After you have registered, you may begin fishing at 5:00am Saturday, August 19th 

2017. Everyone must be back to the Park for weigh in by 2:00 pm on Saturday.  Weigh in will be behind 

the large pavilion by the river.  The tournament committee reserves the right to amend the start and finish 

times of the tournament and will use good faith and judgment to ensure a successful tournament for all 

participants.   

ENTRY FEE:     $10.00 13 years & older          $5.00 12 years & under  
     (Optional)  $3.00 biggest fish side pot.  We will pay out for largest Game fish (pike, walleye, bass or              

catfish) and junk fish (carp, dogfish, sucker or gar pike).  The largest for each category will split the pot. 

   

PRIZE MONEY:  There will be two separate categories fished:  1.) Small and Largemouth Bass (you can 

catch a total of 5 fish in this category and fish must be at least 14” or bigger to keep); 2.) Carp or Catfish 

(any size).  Prize money and number of places (1st and/or 2nd place) will depend on number of 

participants.  Heaviest weight of 5 fish for each category will win above mentioned category.  There will 

also be other prizes given away including fishing poles and various tackle. 

BOUNDARIES:  The boundaries of the tournament are M-66 Bridge to Angevine Road Bridge. 

THIS IS A ROD & REEL TOURNAMENT ONLY:  The tackle is unlimited and live bait may be used.  

All fish must be caught on rod and reel and all state and federal fishing laws must be obeyed. All fish will 

be weighed with a scale and measured with a tape measure.   

WAIVER DISCLAIMER: It is expressly understood that participants in this tournament enter at their 

own risk and the Mendon Riverfest Committee, the Village of Mendon and all other persons connected 

directly or indirectly with the operation of said tournament, shall be exempt from any liability what so 

ever for liable, slander, loss, damage, negligence, harm, injury, or death suffered by any participant, 

entrant, vessel, and equipment, companions, and guests, boat captains, mates, crewmembers or inclement 

weather  which may occur during or in conjunction with this tournament.
