In addition, the customer must reimburse the Authority for the cost of any boring, paving or street opening permit required and the cost of paving such opening or openings as may be made in any street or highway in connection with the installation of the service line at issue.  The Authority will be responsible for the maintenance and repairs of the service line between the main and the curb stop.  The service line beyond the curb stop shall be installed and maintained by and at the expense of the property owner/customer.
