Summary of Primary Duties and Responsibilities:

Duties also include
document management and retention, including providing assistance, data entry and support for Content
Manager, the inventory database for rights obtained by Westar. The person in this position will prepare and
review real estate documents, research and report on real estate issues including ownership, easement
right interpretation, economic analysis and feasibility studies to advise Manager and business units on land
ownership, purchase and disposal issues. This position will receive initial guidance and supervision from
other real estate services staff and will be required to coordinate and perform activities working with
operations personnel at multiple locations.
