What value do you place on God's Word in your life? Consider this question for a couple of minutes, and be honest with
yourself. As you ponder what God's Word is worth to you, consider not only what His Word has saved you from, but what
il's promises hold for you. Pray this quick prayver and then continue to read. "Father, open my ears to hear whal You want
me to hear from Your Holy Spirt, open my eyes to see want You want me fo see, and | will not harden my heart, | recene
the seed of Your Word willingly and | ask for an abundance of fruit to be produced in me from Your Word: in the mighty
name of Jesus.. Amen.”

I write o you to share how wonderful and precious is the Word of God, it is a great treasure that we should desire above
all elsa. Most Christians do not haold His Ward in high esteem, nor do they value or see the Word as the greatest treasura
available to them. Without the Word, there would be no salvation for us. The Word is our stability, our rock in a crazy
world, Our world is being shaken, but not God's kingdom. Tharefare, it is more imperative than ever to build our life on the
foundation of God's Word; the Seed of His kingdom.

As | am writing this article, | think about all of you in prison. Many of you never received salvation until it was shared with
you after you were incarcerated, or you may have received Jesus as a child but wou choose to neglect it for whatever
reasons and because of your bad choices you are now locked up. You have been removed from sociely and from those
influences of friends. Possibly, in desperation, you have turned to God and hopefully found Jesus. But what happens to
you when you have served out your sentence? You think and believe that when you are releasad you won't go back to
those things that got you in trouble. But when yvou find yourself on the outside, will you return to the same friends and
people you use to hang owt with, and gat sucked in o the life you had before youw went b prison? Will you break your con-
ditions of probation or worse; end back up in prison?

I met a guy at Bible college named Robert, He identified as a heroin addict and he told me | could not understand the
power the drug had over him because | had never laken hergin. He couldn’t have been more mistaken. 3in is sin. Some
have problems with alcohol, but not drugs. An alcoholic will tell someone who doesn't have the same problem they cant
relate to the desire for alcochol. Stop identifying whio you are with your sin. You need to see yourself in Jesus, He is your
identity now, Second, | differ with him bacause it doesn’t matter what sin someone doas, sin is sin, and thara is no sin that
Jesus did not overcome. | challenge you 1o find in the Bible where God says cerlain ypes of Sin have more power over
you than other types of sin, You won't find it. Some people will claim they can't resist the templation of drugs, or the temp-
tation of sax, or alcohol, or pamography, or @ven food. If you are a borm-again Christian, thera i no sin that Jesus did not
overcome; period, end of story. Jesus said it as He hung on the cross, I & @adakadl ™

Romans &:14, "For sin shall not have dorminion over you, for you are not under law bul under grace.” The Word
doesn't say, some sin shall not have dominion over you, it says “sin shall not frave dominion,” We are to believe and
accept what the Word of God says. It says sin dogs not have power over you anymare. The power of sim has been broken
over your life, and you need to begin to fill your mind and spirit with the Word of God. It is the Word of God that has God's
supernalural powear and ability 19 work in you o frea yvou from the sin that holds you. Jesus is your hopea of being fréa from
the dominicon of sin and you will find Him in the Word of God as you seek Him. Psalms 1159:9 says, "How can a young
man cleanse his way? By taking heed according fo Your Word.” And then there is James 1:21, "Therefore, lay
aside all filthiness and overflow of wickedness, and recelve with meekness the implanted Word, which is able to
save your souls.” It is the Word of God thal you take and plant into yourself that has the ability to set free your mind, will,
and emations; the Word will break the power of sin over you. The power of the Word of God goes beyond natural under-
standing and natural laws, it goes to work inside of us in a supernatural way. Instead of using your free fime 1o think on sin
and do it, use your time o dwell and pursue God through His Word, allowing it 1o work inside of you.

Thie Waord of God is a seed that must be planted in the heart. Jesus tells us in what is known to us as The Parable of the
Sower, thal the seed is God's Word, and our heart is the ground that the seed is sown or planted in. Jesus tells us, in

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Jesus talls us clearly that the seed i Word of God, and that the ground is our hearts, There are four types of ground; the
wayside, the rocky soil, the soil overgrown with thoms, and the good ground. The wayside is a term that means a road. A
road's surface is hard and the Word of God is unable to penatrate into the ground 1o take root, This represants a person
who has hardened his heart by refusing to believe God. A person cannol be saved and receive eternal life until they
believe and allow God's Word to bagin to take root in their haart, But thare is hope for the unbelieving heart, just look at a
concrete driveway or sidewalk; cracks develop and this allows for the seed to penetrate into the soft soil undermeath. And
as that root begins to grow, the cracks will split wide open allowing for more seed o penetrate into the sail,

Another way to look at this is like a farmer's fiekd that is not prepared for planting, but then the farmer goes out and
spreads his seed on the surface, The birds then come and eat the seed off of the ground. The 50il has not baen wrmead o
break the hardness of it, thus the seed is not hidden from the eve of the thieving bird. If you choose o not believe God's
Word, the Word naver gets down into your haart and the devil comes and steals that Waord

The nexi type of soil or heard is the rocky ground, When the Word of God gels into our heart - the seed finds its way into
the soft ground and begins to grow. This person receives salvation, but is stagnant in his walk with God and does not grow
and develop as a Christian, he goes on about his life as it was before he received Jesus. He may go to church, but that is
the anly tirme he hears the Word, He relies on the pastor, he may even develop a relationship with the pastor. He becomes
dependent upon the pastor, never growing in his relationship with God, letting the roots of the Word to go deep into his
heart. He pursues other activities 0 ocoupy his free time, doing the same things he did before he was saved and hanging
with his same friends. He doesn't change the external influences on his life and eventually he stops believing and neglects
the greatest gift that has ever been given o him. This Christian was naver close to God, the fountain of living water, this is
the living water that nourishes and provides meisture 1o the sead of God's kingdom. Remamber in Like B:6 of the
parable, Jesus said, “SaEe Seed MRl G0 FEELY S0 95 SDEN £ 1 SRR HE, I eoliares suEyr DesEres I (e
mrEisiE* The roots that began to grow were not baing waterad and nourished. Than we read, in Jeremiah 17:13, “...
those who depart from Me shall be written in the earth, because they have forsaken the Lord, the fountain of
living waters, " Here the scripture is clear, God is the fountain of living waters,

It is so criical when you recaive Jasus o remain close to Him, become a disciple, a student, and a pupil of Christ. Don't
just go to church and hear a sermon once a week, but commit to reading and studying the Word from the Bible every day,
allow God's Holy Spint 1o be your teacher and seek o know God your Savior as your best friend, spending time with God.
When you are committed to being a disciple of Christ, you are baing watered and nourished by God Himself, We see, in
Psalms 1:3, "You shall ba like a tree planted by the rivers of wataer, that brings forth its fruit in iis season, whose
leaf also shall not wither; and whatever you do shall prosper.”™ This scrplure descrbes the discipla, his trust is in
God, and he iz not withdrawn from God. Qur food and bread are the Word of God, and just as natural food produces
growth and health in our body, the Word of God preduces the same, growth, health, and prosperity. Planting God's Ward
inside our hearts will bring about the: fulfilling of God's promises in us.

For some time, | thought " had o water the sead of the Word of God, 50 it would grow and praduce frait in my life, But |
didn't know how o water this seed, and it led 10 wrong thinking on my part; believing | had to do good and that my obedi-
ence caused the Word to grow in me, This leads o a law mentality, and not a grace mentality. What | meaan is, we don't
receive from God because we keep His law perfectly, we receive from God because He loves us, and He is not the one
withholding anything from us, God's Holy Spirt taught me that it's not me who waters, but He does. My responsibility is o
unite with God and remain in a state of fellowship with Him, for He is the fountain of Living Water. | join myself with Him
and stay there, and He pravides the nourishment needed for the Word inside to grow deep rools and produce fruit in my
life.

A disciple does not just read one verse, he reads and studies versa by versa, Let's read from the beginning of Psalms 1.
Psalms 1:1 says, "Blessed is the man who walks not in the counsel of the ungodly, nor stands in the path of
sinners, nor sits in the seat of the scornful ..." This goes back to my point that when you receive Jesus, you need to
stop hanging with your old frignds who do things contrary to God and His Word. Find new friends, hang with people that
are like-minded with the new creation inside of you, and yvou will be a blessed manfwoman of God, Confinue reading
verse 2 of Psalms, "But his delight is in the law (Word) of the Lord, and in His law (Word) he meditates day and
night.” The blessed man or woman of God takes great pleasure in meditating on God's Word. And it is this manioman
that is the tree planted by the rivers of water, What causes us (o be blessed? The Word of God, the seed of God's
kingdom working in us. If you are not sowing and planting the Word inlo your hear, there is nothing there for God o
nowrish, o work with, You have to plant some Word.

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In today’s culture, faith is oflen seen as a possession that only alfects its owner. Because of our love for independence

and self sufficiency, in many ways wa've lost the sensa of community and outreach that the church is meant to embody.
We live like little islands in our own “personal relationship with Christ®, but God wants our faith to influence others, both
within and outside the church, both in and out of prison.

Elijah's faith influenced others, the entire nation of Israel. By believing and delivering God's message, he was an example
to them in word and deed, When he asked the Lord to reveal Himself as Mighty God, fire fell from heaven and the people
believed.

The prophets motive in the showdown at M. Carmel was to draw the people back 1o the Lord. We usually think of “sharing
our faith” with those who don't know Christ, but our confidence in God can also encourage weak or wayward believers.
Likewise, those strong in faith can strengthen us when we are struggling with doubt.

The Church is described as a body whose parts are all interconnected. Look here at 1 Corinthians 12:12, “For as the
body Is one and has many members, but all the members of that one body, being many, are one body, so also s
Christ.™ God never intended for us o be autonomous, living in our own persanal faith.

"But when the kindness and love of God our Savior appeared, he saved us, not because of righteous things we
had done, but because of his mercy.” - Titus 3:4-5

Radio personality Paul Harvey once told of how an Eskimo kills a wolf. The Eskimo coats his knife with animal biood and
lets it freeze. Another layer of blood is added, then another, until the blade is completely concealed. The hunter then fixes
his knife in the ground with the blade up. A wolf follows the scent, finds the source, and begins icking, Aroused by the
taste, it icks the blood-covered blade progressively faster and harder.

Amidst the wolf's frenzy, it doasn't notice the eventual sting of the exposed blade on its own tongue, nor that it's now con-
suming its own warm blood. The wolf simply craves more, until it falls dead in the snow.
