Our portrait collection is now at the building and now we need to
start the process of cleaning, repairing and digitizing them. We are now feeling the joys and pains of
ownership. There are going to be many challenges ahead of us. One of which will be the money to pay for all
the joys and pains. Now, more than ever, we are going to have to come together to make this building work
for us. There are going to be many volunteer opportunities. Watch future newsletters for dates and times
when we will be needing help. I appointing Alex Casebolt, Site Manager. He has for the past several months
had many things to work out, mainly installing a state of the art video monitoring system In case some of you
are wondering if we are going to be at the State Fair this year, I am glad to announce that the folks at the Fair
said it was only a rumor that they were planning on moving us. . I want to thank our Social Chair, Veronica
Sletten for all of her work making the arrangements for today’s luncheon and the secretary for her work
putting together and printing the programs. I am grateful to the organization for the honor of being your
President this past year. Thank you.

Secretary’s Report — Mary Caseb olt

The new building is going to be wonderful and a challenge as we get down to business and work on trying to
support it. The pledge cards/donations envelopes have been a success! Members are using them to mail in
dues, donations and notes. I will be sending membership information to our newest members. Please
remember, if you move let us know so that we can update our database. We like to share what is happening
so please let us know.



In addition, one question that I repeatedly get is; "How do my family members join?” All they or you have to
do is fill in a membership application and send in the lineage along with birth death and/or marriage
certificates to prove that you are related to the territorial settler and then proof that that settler was actually
here. We like each application to stand on its own. One complaint that we get is that, well my father or
grandfather was a member, why do I have to send in my lineage? Well, if they were anything like my great
grandfather, he did not put anything down! The organization went through a period where, people just said
that their ancestor was here, paid their dues and joined! No application, no history, nothing. It makes my job
a little bit harder trying to explain that we do not have anything on their family. Then there are the families
that have given us a lot of information, which is wonderful. Therefore, please, if your family members want to
join, we do need that paperwork again.

Treasurer’s Report — Amy Jensen

I hope that you all have picked up the Treasurer’s fiscal year end reports. As you can see, our total
income was $22,344.30. Our total expenses were $51,059.71. As a Board, we do our best to keep
expenses down. We did have the expense of $35,411.38 for the building in Le Center. We did have
quite a deficit this past year.

Curator — Richard MacNabb

Last year, the enclosed trailer, being stored offsite during the Fair, was stolen. It was later found with the
locks cut off, license plate stolen and the contents destroyed. The loom was in pieces, all the moving dollies
were gone, and the plastic storage totes were gone. Several books, historic clothing and other artifacts were
gone. Due to the generosity of the members, the totes have been replaced. We had the expense of
purchasing new dollies, new trailer locks and the license replaced. Pending the move the Portrait Project has
been put on hold. Mary Erb, Chair, has been working on her computer with the pictures that have already
been cleaned and photographed. We have inquired into being part of the MN 150" anniversary of the Civil
War together at the State Capital on May 18". I will be attending several rendezvous’ and events in the
upcoming year. We will need volunteers to help with the portraits. Also, the cost of an archival cabinet is
about $1400-1600.00 each. We need about 10 of them. We finally found the portraits and other items that
the Fair had stored for us under the Hippodrome/horse barns. Overall, these were in very bad condition and
we will have to see what can be done.

Le Center Building — Alexander Casebolt
The building used to be the community center for St. Joseph’s Catholic Church in Lexington
Township.

I have some live video of the building that I am showing right now. The portraits are there now. It
is a large building but it is not big enough to display all the portraits. Eventually, we are hoping to set
up several “theme” rooms within. There is the St. Joseph’s Cemetery behind the building. It is a
Morton building, no basement but it is well insulated. It is west of Montgomery and about 5 miles
outside of Le Center. Some questions asked were: When will we open, hopefully in about 2 years.
Our portraits are our greatest treasure, we hope to be able to display about one quarter to one half
of them at a time, have a research area in the building. The local people are excited about having us
there. There is 2.4 acres of land and we have put up a new sign.

Marketing and Sales — Emilie Casebolt

Sales were not good at the Fair this past year, even with new items such as wooden toys, made in
Long Lake, MN and a new book called “Wintering” a tale of Northern MN. Some of the items that
were asked for were wooden crochet hooks and wooden knitting needles. We are looking at getting
some wooden cribbage boards from “*Wood from the Hood” a local company based in Minneapolis. If
anyone knows of a MN company that has items we can sell, please let me know.
