Town Clerk Hawkins said that you’ll be happy to hear that I have been put on the grants committee.  If you’re concerned about the local flooding situation, Granite City Mayor Hagnauer and Nameoki Township Engineer Joe Juneau were at the grants committee meeting.  They have asked for an infrastructure loan which will help Pontoon Beach, Nameoki Township and Granite City solve the flooding problems.
