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Pricing and General Information

Board and Training Rates
Training: $550/month (includes one lesson per week, any additional lessons will be charged on next month’s bill)
Board: $400/month
**ALL HORSES MUST ARRIVE WITH CURRENT COGGINS AND COPY OF REGISTRATION PAPERS.
[bookmark: _GoBack]ALL HORSES ARE REQUIRED TO BE UP TO DATE ON VACCINATIONS.  WE REQUIRE EWT, FLU/RHINO, INTRA NASAL STRANGLES, RABIES, POTOMAC HORSE FEVER AND WEST NILE VACCINATIONS.  WE ENCOURAGE THE OWNER TO HAVE THESE DONE PRIOR TO ARRIVAL.  IF NOT GIVEN PRIOR TO ARRIVAL OR NO RECORD IS PROVIDED UPON ARRIVAL, TLS WILL HAVE ANY NECESSARY VACCINATIONS ADMINISTERED BY A LICENSED VETERINARIAN WHO WILL BILL THE OWNER ACCORDINGLY. **

Other Charges
Stable Supply Charge annual fee​ - $400 ​(horse fan, brooms, pitch forks, towels, laundry, hoof grease, cross ties, lightbulbs, etc.)
Vitamins and Minerals - must be put on credit card or billed monthly through SmartPak
Vet Services - must have credit card on file with Veterinarian
Farrier Services - must have credit card on file with Farrier
Drugs and Medications - on monthly bill or billed by Veterinarian
Body Clipping - $150 per clipping, on monthly bill, plus sedation
Hauling – on monthly bill unless a professional hauler is used

Horse Show Expenses
Supply charge - $200 per show horse (charged once a year, due on March 1st before the show season begins)
Other than your travel costs there are 3 main costs to show horses:
1. Show entry (ALL IN rate includes one qualifier and one championship), stall fees and shavings paid to the Show Office
2. Trainer costs and fees. You will find training barns may charge differently especially if they do not do the hauling themselves. At TLS we have an ALL-IN rate that covers shipping your horse to and from the show, day care, share of additional groom expenses, your share of tack stalls and coaching and additional instruction at the show. 
3. Equipment and Tail Switch Rental
** ALL IN rate does not include pro-rated hotel. You may be billed after the show for additional decorations, bedding, hauling & other expenses. **

Sale, Purchase or Lease of a Horse
A commission of 10% (minimum $500) will be charged on the purchase or sale of any horse represented by Twin Lakes. Commissions are paid to Twin Lakes Stable LLC before a horse enters or leaves Twin Lakes Stable. The commission on horses bought through public sale is 10% or $500, whichever is greater. Horses sold at public auction will not be charged a sales commission. Twin Lakes reserves the right to act as agent for both a buyer and a seller of a single horse and charges a 10% commission from both the buyer and the seller. Horses bought with Twin Lakes Stable as agent will undergo a pre-purchase examination. Any additional expenses of travel, such as lodging, airfare, car rental, etc., will be billed at cost. 15% of lease fee will be charged on horses being leased, or $150, whichever is greater.

**Sellers will present the following items at closing**:
Official transfer along with the horse's original papers and a check made out to the American Saddlebred Horse Association.
Commission payment to Twin Lakes Stable LLC
Signed copy of Bill of Sale provided by Twin Lakes Stable 


**Buyers will present at closing**
Cashier’s check or Proof of Wire transfer for the purchase price
Commission payment to Twin Lakes Stable LLC
Payment for any and all costs incurred while horse shopping
Signed copy of Bill of Sale provided by Twin Lakes Stable
Payment for transporting a horse from former owner to Twin Lakes Stable. (If necessary)

Insurance
 It is the responsibility of the owner to have liability and mortality insurance on their horse(s). Usually the insurance premium is 3% of purchase price of a horse. TLS recommends C. Jarvis Insurance Agency, INC.

If you own or lease a horse, you are required to own the following items for your horse. If you do not own all of the mentioned items, please see Hannah about ordering them. NOTE: Board & training bills are due on the 5th of each month. A late fee of $50 will be charged on bills not paid by the 10th. All other bills such as dentist visits, repairs to tack and horse clothing, etc., or supplies purchased through TLS are due as received by customers. There is a 5% service charge for invoices more than 60 days past due.
We accept credit cards (Visa, MasterCard, Discover and PayPal) for an additional 3.5% service charge.
