 We have had a lot of 

problems with air conditioning 

units freezing up.  Please abide 

by the following rules in order 

to prevent these recurring is-

sues in the future: 

 

 

 

65° IS THE MAGIC NUMBER! 

 

• DO NOT run the AC unit if 

it is below 65° outside. 

• DO NOT set the thermo-

stat below 65°. 

• DO NOT leave the thermo-

stat in the “on” position.  

Make sure it is on “AUTO”. 

 

If the AC unit freezes up and 

stops blowing cold air, turn the 

thermostat to OFF, and let it sit 

for a few hours.  You may no-

tice water coming from the 

furnace area.  Have some tow-

els handy and be sure to soak 

up all of the water to prevent 

further water damage. 

 

  It takes a lot of time 

and effort to keep  Dakota 

Acres clean and maintained.  

Tenants, please help us keep 

the stairwells and porch areas 

clean by picking up your trash!   

Also, please take a few extra 

seconds to be sure that any 

garbage you place into the 

dumpsters makes it all the way 

in, and can’t be blown out by 

our gusty winds.
