We prepared the food here in 
Wantagh and delivered it on the day of the harvest dinner.  We fed 38 farmworkers 
and had lots of food left that was delivered to other farmworkers the next day.   

Of course, the month began with our own annual Harvest Dinner. As usual the 
food was delicious and the event was quite successful.  The day before the dinner 
Marilyn Valente and I journeyed out to Lewin Farms to pick up the vegetables.  Thanks 
to Marilyn for supervising and organizing both of these Harvest Dinners. 

On November 11
th
, Marilyn and I attended the autumn meeting of the Metro As-

sociation in South Hempstead.  These bi-annual meetings give us the opportunity to 
connect with other UCC churches in the metro area.  The worship was stimulating and 
the business meeting was very informative. 

I attended meetings of the Trustees, the Deacons and the Church Council.  I par-
ticipated in our Read the Bible Through in a Year Bible Study and led our small but 
faithfuI meditation group 3 times.  I led a discussion on the role of religion with a group 
of Hofstra students in our sanctuary.  I also made three home visits and delivered food 
to the Freeport Pantry on three occasions.
