Important Reminders!
MOLD: Humidity encourages development of mold 
and mildew. Please check your exterior walls for signs 
of mold. Check all sides of your storage shed and 
fencing if applicable.  If any part of your property has 
dirt, mold or mildew, please take care of it promptly. 
We have heard the product Mold Armor (sold at 
Home Depot) does a fantastic job! 

Mailboxes: You are responsible to keep your mailbox 
in good shape – remove dirt and mildew – and don’t 
forget to trim grass and weeds around the post. Check 
the stability of the post! Your box should have your 
complete house # on it – and not having missing 
numbers!  

Weeds:  Do not allow grass and weeds to grow in your 
landscape beds, driveway or sidewalk. If you have a 
prepared surface for additional parking (crushed 
stone, rock, shell or pavers), it must be maintained free 
of vegetation. If it has vegetation, it is not permitted to 
use as a parking spot.  

Loose dogs in the community continue to be a 
problem. Do not let your dog out for any amount of 
time without being restrained.   Please pick up after 
your dog.  Residents and Ring doorbells are watching!  

If you have Guests that will be using the common 
facilities, you must register them with the Management 
office.  There is a limit of 2 guests per household 
unless otherwise approved by management. This 
rule applies to all amenities as noted in the Common 
Facility Rules and Regulations.
