Plenty of Christmas trees 
despite freight embargo

Christmas tree dealers throughout Lack-
awanna County were concerned about tree 
deliveries after reports of  a freight embar-
go that went into effect at 12:01 a.m. on Dec. 
6.

Railroad officials assured the dealers if  
their trees were ordered they would have 
been shipped before midnight.

Delaware & Hudson Railroad officials 
reported eight freight cars filled with 
Christmas trees arrived the morning of  
Dec. 6 and more would come soon.

On average, the D&H would deliver 18 to 
20 freight cars of  trees a year to Scranton. 
The railroad was a major importer of  bal-
sam firs to the region. The trees were all 
sourced from Canada.

The freight embargo was called due to a 
nationwide bituminous coal miners strike 
that started on Nov. 21.

The embargo also caused layoffs of  rail-
road workers. In the Scranton area, close to 
1,000 railroad workers, mostly employees of  
the various shops, were given notices of  
furlough.

Lackawanna Railroad  
plans to sell 1,000 acres

The Lackawanna Railroad announced it 

planned to sell 1,000 acres of  tenant land in 
Benton and Abington townships.

More than a dozen farmers had been ten-
ants on the land for years; the railroad 
alerted them to the sale and offered to pur-
chase the land they had been leasing.

The railroad purchased the land in 1926 
as a possible site for a water reservoir to 
supply the railroad. The idea for the reser-
voir went by the wayside due to the decreas-
ing number of  steam locomotives used by 
the railroad.
