*’They went on from there and passed
through Galilee. He did not want
anyone to know it; *for he was teaching
his disciples, saying to them, "The Son
of Man is to be betrayed into human
hands, and they will kill him, and three
days after being killed, he will rise
again." *’But they did not understand what he was saying and were
afraid to ask him.**Then they came to Capernaum; and when he was
in the house he asked them, "What were you arguing about on the
way?" **But they were silent, for on the way they had argued with
one another who was the greatest. Mark 9:30-34

The above quote from Mark chapter 9 is the second of three
predictions that Jesus makes about his passion, death, and
resurrection. Each time the disciples respond the same way with
a lack of understanding and fear. Jesus knew that he was going to
die soon and prepared to face his death. However, Jesus did not
have as much success preparing his disciples. If you knew the
exact time and situation of your death, then how would you
prepare? And how about your family? Who would you tell and
what would you say? Would you spend more time with your
family? Check down your “bucket list”? How about securing a
legacy? Planning a funeral? Giving money to charities, or specific
individuals? What might it feel like if your family and friends
began talking about life without you present before you died?
And start planning for it actively! What if you heard things that
you did like? Maybe you would feel left out or dead already?!
The disciples of Jesus appear to be discussing the movement post-
Jesus while Jesus is right there with them and trying to



teach/prepare them. Who among them would take over as their
leader?

It seems strange to me that human beings get so anxious about
the future that we get oblivious to the importance of the present
and how formative the present is for us. Right now, | am looking
at my messy office space. The office has new furniture and less
shelving in it. There is no way that | will be able to set it up the
same way that | had a year ago...no matter how much | want
to...or how hard | try. Right now, in the present, | can appreciate
what space | do have and can decide to weed through my books
and pictures. What a wonderful opportunity for me to downsize
and reflect on what I've accumulated over the years and how I've
changed in the process. While | am in this process of assessing
the office space, | will feel a bit stressed and sad, and it may take a
while to grieve some of the changes; however, | am thankful for
this moment to get used to a different space and a different
Pastor Eric. You might say that | am experiencing a resurrection
period which involves trusting in God, as well as myself to let go
of those things that have no purpose anymore, in order to find
more space and purpose for other things.

We are in a season of transition at Palestine Lutheran Church. We
are moving from “what was” to “what will be” from pre-pandemic
community to a post- pandemic community, and it is easy to skip
the “what is” right now in this journey. Let’s take time to assess
the changes around us and appreciate the opportunity to enjoy
the present. Yes, it is a bit messy and confusing ... frustrating and
hopeful ... but here is where our faith kicks in. Jesus promises that
through this present valley of death comes new life. You can’t
rush it because first you must die to “what was” and that is hard
but not with Jesus leading and guiding. Let’s take some breaths
here and there and pray to the one who knows our future, Jesus,
and listen. Amen.

Dear Friend of LSI,

LSI’s mission calls us to “respond to the love of Jesus Christ
through compassionate service.” After much prayerful
consideration, we have made the difficult decision to discontinue
our youth residential treatment programs at the Beloit campus in
Ames.

Beloit occupies a significant piece of LSI’s history and legacy.
However, many factors over a period of several years have
impacted the Beloit campus and ultimately led to this decision. As
leaders, it became clear to use that there are more effective and
impactful ways to serve a greater number of lowa families within
the children’s mental health system through other programs and
services that LSI offers.

We will also continue to provide and grow youth residential
services at our Bremwood campus in Waverly. There will always
be a need for intensive residential treatment, and we are
committed to Bremwood being a center of excellence in this area.
