a. A safety orientation, required of all members.
	b.  The assignment of new members to a personal mentor, an experienced 	member that will work towards making you feel comfortable and safe in our 	environment.

Our fee structure is as follows (send no monies at this time):
  
1.  $75 one-time, non-refundable check for a single membership initial fee (or $115 per household membership) payable to Rob Jerome and mailed to 3863 Ridge Crest Drive, Southport, NC 28461.

2.  If you want to be able to shoot at Ye Olde Gun Club whenever you wish, then you must join YOGC for a one - time initiation fee of $200 and annual dues fee of $200. That money is made payable to Deborah Brooks at YOGC, 4000 Committee Drive, Southport, NC 28461. That allows you and your family to shoot with our club on Wednesday’s at no additional charge and to shoot at YOGC whenever you want. 



3. If you are interested in pistol and rifle shooting, without joining YOGC, you can shoot with us on a Wednesday morning for $10, but that does not include the Ye Olde Gun Club membership. It just allows St James members to shoot there on Wednesday AM.  

4. If you are interested in pistol and rifle shooting, without joining YOGC, and NOT shoot with us on a Wednesday, but go there on another day, the fee to YOGC is $30.00. All of these fees go directly to YOGC.

5. If you desire to shoot trap and skeet, a $50 annual fee for household participation in the Clay Busters (trap and skeet shooters) held at Roan’s Branch Hunting Preserve payable to Bill Boston and mailed to 3850 Worthington Drive, Southport, NC 28461.  Trap and skeet shooting events are normally held each Thursday morning.

6. The insurance assessment fee of $30 annual fee per person for the current calendar year payable to Nancy Adelis at 3863 Ridge Crest Drive, Southport, NC 28461.
