Since LCMS Disaster 
Response started with LERT (Lutheran Emergency Response Training) in 2005 after Hurricane 
Katrina hit New Orleans, it seems we have experienced an unprecedented number of storms. 
From tragic hurricanes impacting Houston to Atlantic City, hundreds of tornados from 
Tuscaloosa to our very own Merrill, North Wisconsin District congregations have been 
represented by hundreds of volunteers called to serve.

Pastor Andy serves as our liaison to LCMS National 
Disaster Response. This role provides him a deep understanding of the support and services the 
LCMS can provide to disaster areas and to those looking to serve. His role is to help our NWD 
congregations with training, networking and support, when possible. 
 
Disaster Response Sunday also allows members of the North Wisconsin District to financially 
support this NWD mercy ministry. When special equipment might be needed and a coordinated 
response is required, your gifts provide the training, support and networking needed.
