
My Notes from the Bible - Circumcision 

Genesis 17 

7 
And I will establish my covenant between me and thee and thy seed after thee in their 

generations for an everlasting covenant, to be a God unto thee, and to thy seed after thee. 

8 
And I will give unto thee, and to thy seed after thee, the land wherein thou art a stranger, all the 

land of Canaan, for an everlasting possession; and I will be their God. 

9 
And God said unto Abraham, Thou shalt keep my covenant therefore, thou, and thy seed after 

thee in their generations. 

10 
This is my covenant, which ye shall keep, between me and you and thy seed after thee; Every 

man child among you shall be circumcised. 

11 
And ye shall circumcise the flesh of your foreskin; and it shall be a token of the covenant 

betwixt me and you. 

Note: 

Circumcision is a token or a sign of the agreement between the descendants of Abraham and God. 

It is the way we sign the agreement that we are under the covenant agreed to by God and Abraham. 

Genesis 17 

12 
And he that is eight days old shall be circumcised among you, every man child in your 

generations, he that is born in the house, or bought with money of any stranger, which is not of 

thy seed. 

13 
He that is born in thy house, and he that is bought with thy money, must needs be circumcised: 

and my covenant shall be in your flesh for an everlasting covenant. 

14 
And the uncircumcised man child whose flesh of his foreskin is not circumcised, that soul 

shall be cut off from his people; he hath broken my covenant. 

Note: 

God requires that the child be circumcised when they are 8 days old. God is telling us something 

by this. 2 Peter 3:8 says 



8 But, beloved, be not ignorant of this one thing, that one day is with the Lord as a 

thousand years, and a thousand years as one day. 

God is telling us that any child who is alive in the eighth millennial day will be a child of 

the covenant. 

Remember in the Eighth millennium there is no more flesh. All who are alive will be 

spirit and sons of the Living God.
