A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.

COMMUNICATIONS:

A Letter from CJ Schlosser & Co was presented showing what different charges were and at the most the Forensic Audit would be $2,000 or under.
BILLS:

A motion was made by Trustee Edwards, second by Trustee Abel to pay the bills.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  Trustee Nemsky then made a motion second by Trustee Abel to approve the payroll.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.

COMMITTEE REPORTS: 

The Health Report was read by Trustee Nemsky.  A motion was made by Trustee Nemsky to approve the report as read, second by Trustee Foster.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
OLD BUSINESS:

The bids for the Office Cameras were reviewed by the Board.  Supervisor Presswood said that VMASS was the lowest bid out of three at $2,150.  Trustee Edwards made the motion to approve that the cameras be installed by VMASS, second by Trustee Nemsky.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
Supervisor Presswood said that he needed an Engineer to get the loan for the pumps and generator.  He said the Juneau would be the Engineer that we could use.  Trustee Foster made a motion to approve Juneau for being the Engineer, second by Trustee Abel.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS:
Supervisor Presswood asked for a motion to approve the budgets.  

Trustee Edwards read the Budget Ordinance summary for the Township as follows:

Trustee Edwards made a motion, second by Trustee Nemsky to approve the Township Ordinance 2017-6 as read.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
Trustee Edwards read the Budget Ordinance summary for the Road District as follows:

The amount appropriated for Road District purposes for the fiscal year beginning March 1, 2017 and ending February 28, 2018 by fund shall be as follows:

General Road fund: $492,039.00
Social Security Fund: $21,100.00
Illinois Municipal Retirement Fund: $10,500.00
Permanent Road Fund: $257,062.50
Total Appropriations: $780,701.50
Trustee Edwards made a motion, second by Trustee Nemsky to approve the Road District Ordinance 2017-7 as read.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  
Supervisor Presswood said he and Highway Commissioner Luehmann said they would like to buy equipment for the Highway Department and they need to get bids out there to see what they can get.  They need to bid it out.  Trustee Foster made a motion to approve, second by Trustee Nemsky.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.

The Prevailing Wage Ordinance was read by Trustee Foster.  Trustee Foster made a motion to approve, second by Trustee Edwards.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  

A Resolution for appointment of Authorized Agent for IMRF (Tammy Davis) was presented.  Trustee Nemsky made a motion to approve, second by Trustee Edwards.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
A Resolution for making a full time Deputy Clerk never got a motion.  It was agreed upon that it would cost too much money for the township.
Supervisor Presswood asked to discuss the electric in the building.  The outside meter is broken and wanted to have an electrician to fix it.  All agreed they need to have someone look at it.

It was brought up about the street lights we are paying for and have no idea where they are at.  Ameren is looking into where they are located.  

Supervisor Presswood talked about three different drain issues.  He and Highway Commissioner Luehmann had went out and talked to some of the land owners and have gotten permission from them to help get some of the surface drainage issues resolved.

TOWN OFFICIALS COMMENTS:

Trustee Foster told everyone that Highway Commissioner Luehmann was now a grandpa of twins.  Highway Commissioner Luehmann said he would like to thank Supervisor Presswood for finding money in his budget to buy the highway department some equipment.  He said he wanted to let everyone know that even though he did not run with Supervisor Presswood that they are getting along well and agree to do projects that will benefit the Township.   

PUBLIC INPUT:

Nick Cohen said he would like to say something positive about the Township.  He agrees with Highway Commissioner Luehmann that he is impressed with the progress and cooperation at the Township.  Mr. Cohen also thanked Kurt Prenzler for his assistance to help with the pumps and generator.   Nick said he is seeing results now.  Town Clerk Hawkins said it just goes to show that if you keep on something with you neighborhood you can get things done.
Paula Sendobry said she was happy that the fence got fixed.  
Linda Knogl asked if the equipment that they are getting would be used for the drainage project.  Supervisor Presswood said it would be used for anything and everything that the Highway Department could use it for.  She also thanked the township for their work with the Dr. Paul property.  This would help with the drainage and mosquito population.  Mrs. Knogl also read a letter to Town Clerk Hawkins from Kathy Goclan which is on file if anyone would like to read it.

Town Clerk Hawkins said she would like to let everyone know that she enjoys working with MESD.  They have lowered Horseshoe Lake.  

There being no other business a motion was made by Trustee Foster, second by Trustee Edwards to adjourn the meeting until July 10, 2016 at 7:00 P.M.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
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
