» Walkways & Driveways: Walkways and driveways are clean and free of debris, dirt, trash, and clutter including containers or yard
products or tools.

* Aesthetics: Landscape exemplifies a unified, simple and balanced design that is neat and natural and overall enhances curb appeal.

The following rules will apply: Winners must be current with their association dues, property cannot have existing deed restriction
violations and properties are only eligible to win once per calendar year
