As | read today's Scriptures, | was very conscious that
God's word was making me feel a little uncomfortable.

| have often found that a feeling of uncomfortableness
with God's word may indicate that God's grace is calling
me to be more open fo growing as a person and as a
priest. God'’s love for me is inviting me to become more
fully the person God has made me fo be.

As | read the Gospel, | heard Jesus speak about the
Pharisees: “They preach but they do not practice.” | used
to hear these words condemning me. | haven't always
practiced what | was preaching so well. In the last two
years, | have experienced in a very personal way that
God has always loved me just as | am.

Now | can hear Jesus’ words as encouraging me each
day to live more fully what | encourage others to be in my
preaching.

| also heard Jesus say: “All their works are performed to be
seen.” | know how easy it is for me to use my gifts and
talents for my own benefit. Grace is speaking to me,
reminding me that whatever talents | have are given by
the God who loves me.

| hear St. Paul’'s admonition: “What do you have that you
did not receive?2” When I'm honest with myself before my
God, | can only answer: “Nothing.” That realization is my
foundation for growing in humility. | want to use my gifts
and talents in a way that reflects my thanks to the Giver
of all good gifts. Each day | want to follow the advice of
St. Francis de Sales: “Be who you are and be that well to
give honor to the Creator who made you.”

The Church believes that the Scriptures are God'’s living
word, speaking fo us about our daily living. | have offered
some examples of my own trying to listen to God speaking
to me. | encourage you fo listen carefully for God's word
to you.

Our God loves each of us with an everlasting love and
wants to speak to our hearts and encourage us to grow
each day.

En el Evangelio de hoy JesUs dice a sus oyentes que
hagan todo lo que los escribanos y los Fariseos dicen,
pero a la vez los advierte sobre las consecuencias de
seguir su ejemplo: “Sus palabras son muy valientes, pero
sus hechos son demasiado pocos”.

sPor qué ésta inconsistencia? sPor qué ésta
desconexione zPor qué la incongruencia entre lo que
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predicaban y lo que hacian?2 3Por qué tantas palabras
valientes, pero pocos hechos?

Quizds, como nos dice el profeta Malaquias en su libro,
ellos no lograron “sembrarla en sus corazones” 3Qué no
sembraron? La ley del amor de Dios: la ley que nosreta a
exaltar a Dios, promoviendo la justicia y la paz por medio
de nuestras relaciones con los demds.

Malaquias nos dice lo siguiente: “sEs que acaso todos no
somos hijos del mismo Padre? 3Acaso todos no hemos
sido creados por el Unico Dios?2 gPor qué entonces
perdemos la fe lo unos en los ofros2” Como dijera San
Francisco de Sales, “spor qué en nuestro trato con el
préjimo empleamos “dos corazones”2 EnsefNamos un
corazdn que es sumamente tolerante con nosotros
mismos, pero albergamos otro que es demasiado duro
con los demds”.

Este es el peligro que corremos cuando permitimos que
nuestro conocimiento de Dios resida exclusivamente en
nuestras cabezas, y no en nuestros corazones. En la
medida en que nuestra fe continle siendo intelectual, o
tedrica, jamds podrd responder ni  aceptar las
necesidades, las esperanzas, los miedos, ni los suenos de
los demds. En la medida en que no asimilemos realmente,
en lo profundo de nuestros corazones, el amor de Dios por
nosofros, permaneceremos inmutables ante las
necesidades o las calamidades que les ocurren a los
demds.

He aqui la esencia de la critica que JesUs hace a los
escribanos y a los Fariseos: “Ellos se encargan de llenar
bultos pesados, dificiles de transportar, y se los dan a otros
para que los carguen a sus espaldas, mientras que ellos
mismos no van a levantar ni un solo dedo para
ayudarles”. Como no han sabido acoger la Ley de
Moisés- vy la Ley de JesUs- en sus corazones, prefieren
imponer las cargas mds pesadas a los demds, para que
sean ellos quienes las lleven en sus hombros-y en sus
corazones.

Mantener la fe los unos en los otros primero requiere que
permitamos al amor creativo, redentor e inspirador de
Dios penefrar en nuestros corazones. Debemos asumir
con seriedad nuestra necesidad constante de
conversiéon, de reconciliacion y transformaciéon. Debemos
asumir seriamente el hecho de que el amor de Dios por
nosotros no debe quedarse en nosofros: debe ser
compartido con los demds.

"sAcaso fodos no compartimos el mismo Padre? 3Acaso
no fue el mismo Dios quien nos ha creado?2” Entonces
debemos tener fe los unos en los ofros. Debemos ser
promotores de la salud, la felicidad y la santidad entre
nosotfros. Debemos buscar la paz y la justicia entre
nosotros. Debemos prometer la reconciliaciéon y la
colaboracién entre nosotros. En resumen, nuestras
acciones deben sobrepasar, o porlo menos estar ala par
con nuestras palabras.

Dicho de ofra forma, cuando nosotros
acogemos el corazén de JesUs en nuestro corazdn, no
qgueda cabida para la parcialidad: o amamos a nuestro
préjimo como a nosotros mismos... o no.
