It's time again to talk about parishioners’ participation in the many liturgical
ministries of our parishes. For Masses to remain fully “staffed” and functional,
your parish needs your help!

This is the vision of Church established by the Second Vatican Council; listen
to what the document on the liturgy, Sacrosanctum Concilium, says about it:
“Mother Church earnestly desires that all the faithful should be led to that fully
conscious, and active participation in liturgical celebrations which is
demanded by the very nature of the liturgy. Such participation by the Christian
people as ‘a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a redeemed
people’ (1 Pet. 2:9; cf. 2:4-5), is their right and duty by reason of their
baptism.”

The Mass is not a spectator sport—|'m therefore inviting parishioners young
and old to “get in the game” by serving as lectors, eucharistic ministers, altar
servers, hospitality ministers, gift bearers, cantors, musicians and worship
committee members. When suggesting that someone should consider a
ministry of liturgical service, | frequently hear the refrain, “I'm not worthy to do
THAT, Father!” Well, you know what—neither am I. Neither were Moses,
Joshua, Jeremiah or St. Paul. Read about their reservations to serve God in
the following verses: Ex 4:10; Jos 1:9; Jer 1:6; 2 Cor 3:5, and how God
convinced them to accept being part of His plan.

Please read the handout describing each ministry. Pray about it and have
courage—the Lord will be with you!
