They will wear their favorite players jerseys to church to show who they idolize,
but will they wear a -shint that declares Jesus (o the world 7 When we truly understand God's love for us, we will boldly
prociaim Jesus 1o the world with no shame. We will unabashedly share with all those around us, the love of God.

People around us every day will know we are Christians whan our Ireasure is Jesus. What | hope to accomplish writing 1o
you i5 for you to be able to recaive the revelation of God's love for yvourself, | can tell you all about it, but if you are unwill-
ing to seek God of your ovwn volition o know Him, you will nol receive revelation of His love. When yvou receive revelation
from God's Holy Spirit, it will be grafted into your heart, and you will be on your way to being a mature and perfect being in
Christ, You will have such joy and excitement for what God imparted into you, and you will know beyond a shadow of
doubt thal you received truth from Him. S0, | encourage you to read what | write for yvou and then get alone with Ged and
your Bible — read it and listen to what His Holy Spirit says to you,

Eternal life is when you know God and Jesus Christ! This word “know” is referring o really knowing God as you would
kncw your spouse.

You would be able to say you don't believe the rumor because you
know your spouse, and hershe would never say that or do that. So how do you know your spouse like this? It's your
personal and intimate time that you spend with him'her, talk and fellowship with them. This is what God wants for ach
and every one that believes in Him. When you know God, you know He wanis the bast for you, He wants you to live a
prosperous life, He wants you to livie a life full of health, you know His will for you, and you know He loves you. Most
Christians say, because they said the Salvation prayer and are saved that they know God. But do they know what God's
will is, what His plan is for them?

You need to
start somewhere with Knowing God, and for me 1his is how | was able to stan, Andrew Wommack Minisines offers a
brochure with a daily plan that you can write the ministry and request. You will find their address later in this newsletter. As
you read each day you check off your progress, 5o it keeps you on track to complete your goal in one year. Don't make it
a routing or radition, make it someathing you do because you want 1o draw close o God, ask His Holy Spint to give you
revelations of His Word. As | was nearing finishing my reading the first vear, | fell an excitermant building on the insida (o
be able to seek God's Holy Spirit for direction of what to go back and read. When | was able o do this, His Holy Spirit
began to pour oul revelation to me aboul knowing Him. | discovered whal etemnal life is, and it comes from knowing Him.

Maost Chrislians just cherry-pick Scnplures out of the Bible, but by reading verse by verse, you will come to undersiand the
Scripture in the context that it is written, When you only read ona or two Scriplures at a time, it may not make sense, or
you think it means something it really is nol saying. An example is John 12:32, "ol | 80 fon 00 o Srean Whs caolly
el ey &l sl e Rl ™ Jesus is talking about when He is lifted up on the aross, There are two things | want to
paint out 1o you here. First, the word “peoples” was inserted by the translators of the King James Bibie, vou can tell
because it was italicized, When King James commissioned the scholars to transiate the Greek into English, he was very
clear they were NOT to insert their opinions or personal beliel"s without propery being abie 1o explain themselves, The
transkator's solution was o italicize words they inserted to make the text easier to understand. Sometimes they were
carect, but other times they missed it. So anytime you see an italicized word in the IKJV translation, you know that word
did not appear in the original Greek texts. I we lake the word “peoples™ oul of Verse 32, il reads, *1 will draw all to Myself.”
The second thing | want 1o show you is you need 1o réad maore than just a single Scripture; this allows one 10 read the
Scriptures in the context that the Scriptures were writlen. What is the context of what Jesus is actually talking about, "He
will draw all to Him™? What is the 'alf? Verse 31 holds the answer for us, but if you only hear a sermon about verse 32, it's
generally taught that Jesus will drawr all peoples to Him. Mot true, otherwise all of man-kind would be coming o Him. Let's

The =all” in Verse 32 s judgment of this world = Jesus will draw all the judgment of the word to Him. This s confirmed
throughout the Mew Testament Scriplures, notably in Galatians 3:13, "Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the
faw, having become a curse for us.” God's judgment of the world was placed on Jesus, and those who believe and
receive the truth that Jesus died for their sins will no receive the judgment resenved for those who do not receive Christ.
And we now know that God is not judging me or you or anyone glse who has asked Him into their hearts for their sins.
When people say thal God is judging the United States or other countries when nalural disasters strike, you have the
assurance of God's Word that this is wrong, Second Peler 3.7 reads, "But the heavens and the earth are now pre-
served by the same Word, are reserved for fire until the day of judgment and perdition of ungodly men.” God has
resanved final judgment of the waorld for the day of judgment. This even applies to when someone gels cancer or some
other sickness, God is not judging anyone or any country, yet. As you study and meditate in God's Word, you will know
God and then you will know that God is a good God, and He doasnt put sickness on us or do bad things to us.

What does all this have o do in regard to the title, The Ongin of Efernal Life? Why did God choose 1o redeem us 50 we
could have eternal life? The answer i in Ephesians 1:4-6, "He chose us in Him before the foundation of the world,
that we should be holy and without blame before Him in love, having predestined us o adoption as sons by
Jesus Christ to Himself, according to the good pleasure of His will, to the praise of the glory of His grace, by
which He made us accepted in the Beloved.” God's plan of Salvation for us was conceived and bome out of His great
love for us, He raised us out of our dead, sinful life and He made us alive with Jesus because He loved us from the begin-
ning. His motivation is because He loves us, It is as simple as this = so let’s not complicate it with some theological gob-
biygook that bores us 1o death. All of my Christian life (S0+ years) I've heard how much God loves me and how we are to
love everyone, | heard it 50 often and | had no real revelation of God's love myself, the phrase “God lovas you™ was just a
cliché that | heard. The majority of Christians hear how God loves them, but it means very lilthe 1o them.

| remember going out with an evangelistic team on the streels one ime, and a young bible college student would tell
everyone we walked by “Jasus loves you; Jesus loves you,” She would say it constantly as people walked by us. I'll ask
for forgiveness right now from God, but it was fat out annoying, and it felt weird. She was demonstraling to people that
Christians are really fruity and nutty. This type of behavior not only turned me off as a Christian, and it never caused one
person to stop and talk with her. Her type of evangelism was dead, and it produced nothing. | wonder what she would
have said if someoneg slopped and asked her what she actually meant? Because if someone asked me what it meant, |

Paul wrote the book of Philippians to the church that he started in Philippi, where a woman named Lydia opened up her
home and, along with others, welcomed Paul to the city. The Philippian church even helped fund Paul's missionary
joumeys, In Philipplans 1:5, Paul says, *f thank God for the help you gave me."”

The thing is, Paul didn't have a good time in Philippi. In fact, it was one of his roughest churches o get started. When Paul
went 1o this aty to start a chureh, he was beaten, whipped, humiliated, falsely arrested, thrown inte prison, and survived
an earthquake. Then he was politely asked by the city leaders to leave town,

Yet Paul told the believers, "Every time [ think of you, | give thanks to my God." (Philipplans 1.3 NLT)

VWhat is Paul doing there? He is choosing selective memoany. Philippi was not a happy place for Paul, and he endured a ot
of persecution and suffering during his time in that city. But he chose not 1o dwell on painful memories, Instead, he
expressed his gratitude for the good things that had been done for him and through Rim.

The longer you know someone, the more likely you are to take that person for granted, look for faults, and remember the
bad things instead of the good things.

Arg you still clinging to some painful memonas with some people in your Iife? You've never lel them off the hook, and you
can't enjoy those relationships because you're shill holding on 1o the past.
