Match Report:  

When we played Paremata Plimmerton 

in the first round we ǿŜǊŜƴΩǘ very happy 

with the outcome.

Playing into the Southerly and rain in 

the first half we had a number of try 

scoring chances from lineout drives and 

a cross field kick, however we were 

denied each time. We were eventually 

successful courtesy of a Tama Marurai 

Try that was converted by Adam 

Preston.  

Paremata pinned us inside our 22m for long periods in the first-half and threatened to score a number of times, 

however an outstanding defensive effort from everyone, managed to hold them out time and time again. This was a 

defining moment in the game (and possibly the season) where an uncompromising mind-set and commitment from 

everyone held out a team who only 4 weeks earlier put 37 points on us.
