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Memories of a Car Guy 4 /7y Schadlor

[Editor’s Note: This is Part Thirteen of a serial article by one of our own club members, Hap Schadler,
chronicling his love of the automobile and some of the a many interesting cars he has owned. When we
left Hap in the April 2024 issue Hap had just finished eating a Beau Jo’s Pizza ...}

Miles went on my company cars quickly in those days and it wasn’t long before I got a new four
wheel drive Topaz four door. It was quite pretty with a black upper and silver lower paint
scheme and a very nice interior. This one had an AM/FM cassette radio, power seats, auto
transmission, shift on the fly four wheel drive, power steering, brakes, windows, and locks. The
only thing it needed was a V6 or a turbo charged four cylinder engine. At Denver’s altitude it
was not a peppy car. It was a good reliable car though.
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Joe and the Mercury Topaz 4WD after Colleen had purchased the car from me.

One thing we got used to in Colorado were Spring Blizzards. Especially in the early 9os we
seemed to have a really good one each year in late March or early April. One of the worse ones
of course found us away from home. I had driven down to Durango to make some calls and had
Sara fly down to join me at the end of the week for some sightseeing. When we headed back
there were warnings of a big snow storm that would hit Colorado, but at first the weather was-
n’t too bad and the roads were pretty clear. This changed by the time we started heading north
towards Buena Vista. Snow began to come down and drift along sections of the road. By the
time we started heading east on 285 we were in a full blown blizzard. It got dark as we pro-
gressed and the snow started to pile up. Visibility was very bad. (continued on next page)

The Topaz was in four wheel drive and I luckily had a good set of snow tires on it as well. Final-
ly 285 got down to two tracks in the snow. If another vehicle approached from the opposite di-
rection each driver would take one of the tracks and slowly pass on by. The snow had fallen
quickly and by the time we had gotten over the pass and headed down towards Denver we were
pushing snow with the car. Yet we continued and as we got closer the snow got wetter and the
road icier. We finally came to the turn off for Soda Lakes Road. There were a dozen cars left on
the exit in various positions, I told Sara to hang on and accelerated up the ramp weaving be-
tween the stranded cars to get through to Soda Lakes road. From here we were able to proceed
south until we finally got to Ken Caryl Ave. As we approached the Overpass for the uncomplet-
ed C470 I saw some lights and quickly stopped before running into a partially drifted over
stranded RTD bus that was blocking the road. As it was late and the road deserted I was able to
back up to a side road and take this back to Kipling and then south to C470. In this way I found
an alternative route past the bus into our sub division at Ken Caryl Valley. Upon getting off the
freeway I discovered that much of the right lane was drifted over to the height of the Topaz’s
fenders, so I completed driving to our house on the wrong side of the road. Our driveway had
about four feet of snow drifted over it so I gunned the Topaz and rammed a way up into our
driveway before the Topaz was so high sided that it stopped. We were able to get the garage
door up and worked our way in from the car. We got inside the house and exhausted went
straight to bed. It would take a lot of digging over the next several days to free the Topaz and
get out of our subdivision.

In the early 90’s things were going well enough that I was able to look at redoing the 65 Mus-
tang Fastback. The Texas weather had been tough on it and the Lacquer paint was peeling off
the roof and other areas on the body. The Carburetor had also blown its Power valve and need-
ed rebuilding and rejetting. The car had sat much of the time in Texas and I decided to fix it up
and use it for autocrossing so that it would get some regular use besides going to occasional
shows and cruises. My friend Bruce at Cooper did body and mechanical work out of his garage
to make some additional income and agreed to paint my car if I supplied the paint and
$1000.00. This also meant my preparing the car for painting and helping Bruce on the week-
ends working on the car. I proceeded with stripping off all the body trim, the bumpers, the
front grille and headlights, the wipers, front turn signal lights, rear backup lights, door panels,
rear seat panels, door handles and locks, and the side vents. I then drove the car across town to
Bruce’s house in Aurora where I removed the tail lights and gas cap.

Bruce began work that fall, 1991, and began sanding it down to get off the old paint. I would go
by Bruce’s house every Saturday and Sunday with a case of Budweiser to help him work on the
car. One day he called and asked if I had ever wrecked the passenger side rear quarter panel. I
responded that neither I nor my mother had ever done any damage to that part of the car.
Bruce showed me the next time I was over that a Ford quarter panel had been welded in some-
time before my Dad had bought the car. [to be continued in June, as Hap continues the
restoration of the ‘65 Fastback. . . .]

Another piece of Mus-
tang trivia that | picked
up from reading the his-
tory of the Mustang pony
logo on Hagerty.com, is
that the enclosure
around the running pony
is called “the corral.” It
made perfect sense
when | read this, but it never occurred to me before. | think with the new
7th generation Mustang that the pony corral is gone, leaving the pony to
roam where it pleases.

One of the main reasons, in my opinion, for the long running popularity
of the Mustang, is that there is sure to be a Mustang variation that will
meet the buyer’s wants and needs. Addressing this point is an interest-
ing book by Jonathan and Jeffrey Klein entitled Mustang Special Edi-
tions. In the book, they detail more than 200 special categories of Mus-
tangs from 1964 to 2018. Broadly speaking, they lump them into Regu-
lar Production Special Mustangs (like the SVO), Anniversary Editions
(such as the 50th Anniversary Limited Edition GT), Pace and Race Car
Mustangs ( think ‘68 Cobra Jet Race Car), Commemorative and Tribute
Mustangs (Bullitt, anyone?), Limited Special Production Mustangs
(remember the 1992 Feature Summer Special?), Local and Territorial
Special Edition Mustangs (1968 High Country Specials, and the like),
and Dealers, Tuners, and Third-Party Special Editions (Shelby Ameri-
can, Roush, Steeda, Foose, etc.) It's a well written and documented ref-
erence book and a welcome addition to the library of any Mustang en-
thusiast.

So Happy Birthday to the Mustang. Let’s hope we are celebrating its
65th birthday in another five years!  —-Editor
