Mr. Lambert’s keen assessment of integrating 

technology into early learning will help young children read, write, and succeed in school and in 

life.” Dr. Sorgi also noted, “This is the first of many grants that will help deserving public libraries 

impact and inspire the leaders of tomorrow, today.”
