Historical Background: when he was leader of France Napoleon developed the Code Napoleon or Napoleonic Code, a set of laws based on the ideas of the French Revolution and Enlightenment principles. 


Napoleon's most lasting effect on France and much of the world was the set of civil laws known as the Napoleonic Code of Laws. This code was so impressive that by 1960 over 70 different states either modeled their own laws after them or adopted them verbatim [word for word]. It cemented the ideas of freedom of person and equality of all Frenchmen… 

The code itself also protected civil liberties, granted citizen’s rights, granted freedom of religion and guaranteed equality for all in the eyes of the law. 


As the first truly modern code of laws, the Code Napoleon for the first time in modern history gave a nation a unified system of law applicable [suitable] to all citizens without distinction. Napoleon is responsible for establishing many of the ideas that the democracies of Europe represent to this day.
