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I write this month’s Pastors corner at a time of great division in our country and within the United Methodist Church as well. As I reflect on what is happening around us, I have been reminded by God why it is that he has had me use Turn your eyes upon Jesus UMH 349 as a Call to Prayer in my ministry. You see the words in that Hymn have such a powerful message, “Turn your eyes upon Jesus look full in his wonderful face, and the things of earth will grow strangely dim in the light of his glory and grace.” When we look “full” into Jesus face the things of earth the things that divide us do grow “strangely dim” as Jesus words remind us of who we are, … “Who is my mother, and who are my brothers?” Pointing to his disciples, he said, “Here are my mother and my brothers. For whoever does the will of my Father in heaven is my brother and sister and mother.” (Matthew 12:48-50)


So, what does it mean to do, “the will of my Father”? Jesus tells us, “A new command I give you: Love one another. As I have loved you, so you must love one another. By this everyone will know that you are my disciples if you love one another.” (John 13:34-35). Jesus also tells us, “So in everything, do to others what you would have them do to you, for this sums up the Law and the Prophets.” (Matthew 7:12) We look full into Jesus face when we go back to the Gospels and read Jesus words over and over again until Jesus words become so much a part of us that we unconsciously try and fulfill Jesus instructions to us, we might start out saying to ourselves, “ I have to love” but we end up eventually loving naturally as we come to see humanity as Jesus sees humanity, through his eyes.

Recently, CCUMC was given a donation. From that, we gave money to United Methodist Community House. This facility is located on Sheldon Street, Grand Rapids in the needier section of the city.


This facility also considered the “house” was started in 1902 by women of UMC’s of the area. They saw the poverty and banded together to ease the need. It has grown over the years to continue to meet the needs of the neighborhood to help them by increasing the opportunities to succeed. There are 3 focus areas: child, youth, and older adult.


The child development area focuses on children from 6 months through 4 years. There are also parenting classes, nutrition classes and many other resources available to help the parent(s) provide the best environment for their child.


The youth area focuses on school age children. Activities/opportunities are provided to keep children busy, to learn skills, to strengthen relationships and to have new experiences.


The older adult area focuses on getting services to the adult or the adult to the services needed. There are periodic health screening, exercise programs, educational programs including Bible studies, awareness programs besides fun events. There are also groups that come in to assist with tax preparation or money questions and other services available for their daily needs.


If one should visit the building, one would find a multitude of activities going on. It is a noisy and busy place most days. They are building new partnerships with area businesses and organizations in Grand Rapids to be able to deliver services more effectively and efficiently.
