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Bass fishing team reels in the season

Reeling in the season for CU’s
bass fishing team comes in a
unique form, the pool.

The anglers will be practicing
in the Powell Athletic Center Pool
each week this spring to get tech-
nique experience. On Thursday,
Jan. 22, Chris Hines from Upton,
Ky. came to help teach CU bass
fishing team as well as Taylor and
Washington County high schools.

Hines is a professional fisher
and owns Upton Graphics. Coach
Tommy Hall met Hines one day
when Hall noticed his boat wrap
and asked where he got it done.
When Hines told him it was him-
self, they started talking about
fishing and Hines offered his
help. “He is quite the good guy
and I’m lucky he agreed to come
down,” said Hall.

Hines has been fishing since
he was a little boy and now is a
professional angler. However, it is
not all about fishing for Hines, he
wants to help others learn.

“Any high school that needs
help I’m there. Tonight we talked
about bait presentation, how to set
up your reels, different types of
reels, when to use baits, and when
stuff works and when it will not
work,” said Hines.

Hines’ favorite part of the
night was just being able to spend
time with the students and pass on
his knowledge. However, he isn’t
the only one who will be coming
to talk to the anglers. Hall has
other people lined up for the next
couple weeks.

The inaugural season for
Campbellsville University’s bass
fishing team starts on March 24-
25 on Kentucky Lake. With eight
anchors and four boats Coach

Hall hopes to get some national
recognition.

“I want to take this program to
the top. I want to win and so do
they,” said Hall. Even though the
sport is year round, their season
peaks in the spring, as they will
compete against big schools. Bass
fishing and women’s wrestling
are the only sports at CU that
have no NAIA competition. There
are two different divisions for
bass fishing: FLW College Series
and Carhartt Bassmaster College
Series.

CU will travel several places
this spring with the furthest being
at Lake Chickamauga, Dayton,
Tenn., to compete in the Colle-
giate Bass Fishing Open on April
17.

According to Hall, tourna-
ments can last anywhere from one
to three days depending on the
tournament. Scoring is done by

weight, whichever team has the
heaviest five bass wins. The
teams are comprised of two an-
glers per boat, and Hall has four
boats competing. Since fall, an-
glers have been preparing for this
season. Hall conducted inter-

squad tournaments to give the
fishermen practice and a chance
to keep competing. Equipment for
bass fishing is gained by obtain-
ing sponsors, so on Jan. 24 the
team went to the Louisville Boat

ing potential sponsors with their
booths. “We try to keep everyone to-
gether and working as a team. Going
to this show will help us get our
presence out there and get some
team bonding,” said Hall.

When asked what the goals are
for the season, Hall said, “I want
to be the university that high
school students say, ‘That is
where [ want to be.””

Recruiting is a little different
for bass fishing since it is difficult
to get on boats with everyone.

“A lot of the recruits call me
and then I talk to their coach. I
want to make sure the number one

reason they are coming is to get an
education,” said Hall.

Last year, president of the club,
Cameron Brooks, was a senior in
high school at Muhlenberg County
High School. He didn’t know where
he would be attending.

Brooks has been fishing ever
since he can remember, and when
his high school created a team, he
jumped on the opportunity.

Just like Hall, Brooks has goals
for the team as well. “I would like
to qualify for bigger tournaments
and help each other continue to get
better,” said Brooks. “I’m blessed
to be here [at CU] and thank God
for all he has done to help me.”

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Farewell wishes to
Dr. Frank Cheatham

The year was 1961
when a young Frank
Cheatham began his
journey with Camp-
bellsville University; lit-
tle did he know that this
place would be his home
more than 50 years later.

Senior Vice President
for Academic Affairs Dr.
Frank Cheatham earned
his undergraduate degree
in mathematics from CU
in 1965.

Upon  graduation,
Cheatham taught for a
year in the Taylor

County School system

before going to earn his
master’s degree at Ten-
nessee Tech. and then his
Ph.D at the University of
Kentucky. He taught
briefly at Campbell Uni-
versity in North Carolina
before returning as a
professor at CU in the
fall of 1973. As a profes-
sor, Cheatham taught
both mathematics and
computer science
courses. He was chair of
the Division of Natural
Sciences, as well as chair
of the Division of Arts &
Sciences before begin-
ning his current position
in 1998. Cheatham will
retire this spring. Look-

ing back over the years,
Cheatham says the
biggest changes he’s
seen at Campbellsville
would be the enrollment
growth, number of aca-
demic programs and
number of campus facil-
ities.

He has fond memo-
ries of the campus as a
student, professor and
administrator. He loved
his times engaging with
students, especially
making connections out-
side of the classroom
through groups like
Sigma Zeta. Of these
recollections Cheatham
said, “What I like most

about my job is helping
students solve prob-
lems.” These encounters
were more than just
mathematical equations,
as Cheatham recalls sup-
porting numerous stu-
dents over the years to
aid them in finding their
calling at CU. Retire-
ment draws near and
Cheatham is looking to-
ward the future. When
asked of his plans,
Cheatham laughed and
said he hopes for travel,
as well as more time out
on the golf course. Even-
tually, he would also like
to return and teach again
at his beloved CU.

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Students must make Satisfactory Academic Progress

SAP is comprised of three parts: the
ratio of credit hours a student attempts to
hours completed, the time frame in which
a student attempts credit hours and the stu-
dent’s GPA.

The ratio of credit hours attempted to
hours completed means that students must
complete (pass with a grade of D or higher)
at least 67 percent of the cumulative classes
they attempt. This means that if a student
enrolls in 18 hours one semester and de-
cides to drop two of their classes halfway
through the semester; they will only com-
plete 12 of 18 hours, which is 66 percent.
This student is now in danger of losing his
or her financial aid.

Mapes said that students must attempt
no more than 180 credit hours during their

undergraduate career. Students must also
maintain a GPA of 2.0 or higher after their
first two years of college in order to keep
receiving financial aid.

However, if a student’s federal aid is af-
fected by SAP, they still have hope.
Cheatham said, “Students can appeal their
case in order to regain their financial aid,
but they will be put on academic proba-
tion.”

Cheatham hopes that SAP will help stu-
dents pay more attention to the classes they
take, and will help academic advisors pay
more attention to students’ schedules.
Cheatham said that it’s important for stu-
dents to keep graduation in mind, even in
their first year of college. “Say a student
registers for 12 hours and only completes

nine their first semester of college, then
does the same thing the following semester.
They have started digging themselves a
hole that’s difficult to get out of,”
Cheatham said.

According to both Cheatham and
Mapes, students and advisors should work
together to find the best route to graduation.
If a student is struggling in a class and is
thinking about dropping it, it is important
to check and make sure he or she will still
meet SAP if they drop the class.

Mapes said, “Any time a student with-
draws from a class, even if they’re with-
drawing from the class to save a grade
point average, it might not be in their best
interest, depending on what that number
ratio is.”

According to Mapes, SAP is more of a con-
cern for people with multiple failed and
dropped classes than for those who have
dropped only one class. Mapes said that the
largest factors that play into course failure are
class attendance and time management. Stu-
dents who are struggling with completing their
classes should work with their advisors and the
Badgett Academic Support Center to help
them come up with a plan to not only graduate
succesfully, but to do well in each class.

“My suggestion would be to stay in the
class, to at least try and attempt a minimum
of a D, that way they have actually at-
tempted the hours and earned the hours...
it’s not their best interest as far as GPA is
concerned, but it is in their best interest as
far as credit hours attempted,” Mapes said.
