When you pray God's Word, vou can be assured that you are praying God's will for your life, and yvou can be confident
knowing il is God's will for you 1o fully urderstand His love for you, When you experience (and you will) His love, you will
be filled with His fullness, This word “fullness” translated from the Greek implies being filled complete. It is God's love that
completes us in Him. Let this become your identity, who you are in Jesus = you are not broken anymone or missing
anything in life because you are loved by God, If you think otherwise, it's because you have not renewed your mind 10 the
things of God through His Word, God™s Word is the absolule truth, it is a supematural seed thal when planted in your
heart, it will grow and produce good fruit in your life, Just like a seed that is planted in the ground, it will grow up into a
mature plant and produce fruit.

Let's
backup and make this personal to you, replace "the world® with "me”™ and say oulload, A5 G S ) S ke B
e [k ey Dagpealtem Sy Ged 7 T Baliges b Gl T° sleolid oo perfeh ot eee exarEsting " Meditate on this
for a moment, God gave Jesus to die for you so you not only don't go to hell, but so you could have an awesome and
great life right new at this moment, every single day. Do you not know what He endured so that you could have the
precious gift of eternal life? First, He was spit upon, If someone spit on you, what would be your reaction? | bet the least
you would do would be to lash oul in anger and call those people some choice words thal should notl even be in your
vocabulary. And then He was blindfolded, and they proceeded to beat Him. He wasn't able 1o anticipate the punches as
He was beal.

Linder Roman rule the Jewish authorities were unable o sentence Jesus 1o death, so the High Priest sent Him to Pilate to
be judged, Thera, Jesus was stripped and flogged with a whip that was designed (o tear the flesh down 0 the bones,
When the Romans finished the scourging, His physical form was marred 5o much He was unrecognizable, skin and flesh
hanging from exposed bones, Then He had to suffer the skow death of the cross, The weight of His naked body hanging
on two nails driven into His hands, and in order to breath He would have to push His bedy up with His legs that had a nail
driven through them o hold them on the cress. He would held Himself up with His legs until He had no more strength to
hold Himself, and then sag back down, And then at the point of suffocation, He would find the strength to push Himself
back up. For six hours, Jesus endured this lorment and humiliation, and then He spoke these words recorded in John
19:30. "I = Moishad® And bowing His head, He gave up His spirit.”

These were religicus folks demanding this 1o be done to Jesus, they had no justification for what they were doing, His trial
was a complete sham. They were offended at the truth, and they were envious of Him because they were offended with
the truth, There are Christians teday that are no different, if Jesus walked into many of our church buildings today, He
would not be recognized for who He is. They would accuse Him of spewing hate speech in this woke scciety that hates
God's Word, If He started a ministry there would be verbal altacks against Him on the intemet or on social media pro-
claiming Him a false teacher or worse.

Orif you did have sexual relations with the same sex and your sin is found cut by
your spouse, what usually follows those actions is a divorce, The hurt and heartache suffered can shorten one's life
through depression. Bul it not only alfects the person who committed the sin, but the kids and the spouse are all hurt as
well.

Pastors will speak condemnation from the pulpit against thosa they deem heratics, even though the so-called heretics
speak the truth of God's Word. | encourage you 1o be a fruit inspector before you reject someone because what they
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teach may not align with what you have been taught or believe. If there is abundant fruit being produced, then don'l reject
someone's ministry immediately. Jesus' death on the cross shows how much Jesus loves you. Romans 5:8 says, “But
God demonsirates His own love for us in this: While we were stifl sinners, Christ died for us.”

Jesus is God the Son, who came in a body. At any time during the time of His arrest until His death, which was approxi-
mately twelve hours, He could have said 10 God the Father, “Look at whal they are doing, they don't deserve the gilt of
Salvation.”

You have to do what
God encourages you o do in His Word. What does this look ike? You become a fanatic for Jesus, He becomes #1 in your
life. You don't allow anything to interfane with yvour relationship with Him, I'm not saying to o gel waird and all, but you
dan't let the workd distract or pull you away from God. Why would you neglect the greatest gift that God gave you7? The
mast awesome thing about the gift of Salvation is not that you get to 9o 1o Heaven wihen you dig, but that vou can live the
best life available to you in this present age. Even in your current siluation, you can find joy and peace in and through
JESUS,

This life is inside each and every believer, the same life that was in Jesus is in you, Here in 1 John 5:11-13 we see, “And

this is the testimony: that God has given us eternal life, and this Iife is in His Son. He who has the Son has fife; he
whao does not have the Son of God does ol have life. These things I have written to you who belfeve in the name

of the Son of God, that you may know that yvou have efernal life, and that you may conlinue to belfeve in the name
of the Son of God. "

This life in Jesus produces everything that we will ever need to fulfill our purpose hare on this eath, Consider the great
miracles we read about through the Scriptures, these miracles produced life, whether it was raising people from the dead,
healing all kinds of sickness and disease, feeding thousands of people, and producing finances = these miracles ware
accomplished through the life in Jesus, and we have the same life in us. The eternal life inside of every baliever will
produce whatever we need now = healing, finances, any need you require. Etemal life covers all you will ever need or
require, This revelation of eternal life was the one single most turning point in my life that completely changed me. Please,
take a moment and really pay attention to what | write next.

| have been a Christian most of my life, raised in church since | was 5. Except | never had a close and intimate relation-
ship with God., | would struggle with my life nol seeing those things promised to me in the Scriplures. | would listen (o
pastors and evangelists encourage me to live a holy and righteous life, to tithe and give, and 1o believe in faith for those
things in the Bible. | struggled through the majority of my life in finances and attacks against my health, Even though I've
never had sencus health issues, every allergy season | knew what would happen and there would be that miserable cold
virus that would come along bwo to three times a year, This all changead for me when | came 1o Bible College and | started
te sit under the Word of Ged five days a week for four hours each day, | began to develop a passion and desire for Ged,
And then one day as | sal down 1o read the Bible, | asked God what | should read. His Hely Spint direcled me to the book
of 2nd Peter. | didn't get too far before revelation hit me. Second Peter 1:2 reads, “Grace and peace be multiplied to
you in the knowledge of God and of Jesus our Lord ... " | could feel an excitement build inside of me as this Word
started to settle in my heart. And then a question began to form in my head, *Can | have more grace and peace in my life
by knowing God? So, | read it again, and then continued to Verse 3, “as His divine power has given fo us all things
that pertaln 1o life and godiiness, through the knowledge of Him who called us by glory and virtue, by which have
been given to us exceedingly great and precious promises, that through these you may be partakers of the divine
nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world through Iust.”

I'm ever thankful
that by and through God's amazing grace, and the blessings of a quality education before prison, I've been able to read
and cemprehend, write clearly (usually), And my mind and thoughls are being renewed by the presence of God's Spirit,

I could well go on, howewver, | wanted (o share these few things with you all as part of my Thanksgiving offering. Be
blessed and stay safe.

What he
failed to understand is that because of God's love for me, | have the legal right to stand on His promises, The unbelieving
mind (and Il say the un-renevwed Christian mind) does nol know or comprehend the ways of God, and you cannot
comvince them atherwise, When | returned to the office, | didn®t say to him, “See | told yow 50,7 | just kel my life be a
witness 1o him. Thal was almost wo years ago, and at that time | resolved 10 never allow any sickness or disease 1o ever
put me down for one day. The moment | feel any symptoms of sickness, | am speaking against it and commanding my
body to receive the life that is in me. From henceforth, | have not had any sickness symptoms hanging arcund 1ong
engugh o make me miserable and sick, | cannot think of a day that | have been sick. | respond quickly to things that are
net right in my body, not giving sickness an opportunity to take a feothold, You have the same promises available to you
as | do = you only have (o know them, believe them, and start pulting your authority into operation. The starting peint is to
really, | mean really *know” God and His Son, When you really “know” God, you “know” your authority, It's when you speak
to your situation and 1o the devil with authority, you have won.

In Romans 13:8 we read, “Owe no one anything except o love one another, for hve who foves another has fulfilled
the faw. " Under the Old Testament covenant of the law, if you screwed up even one law, you failed in all of it Bul as you
see from the new commandment, Jesus asks us 10 love as He loved.
