IT WAS MOVED BY KIPPLEY, SUPPORTED BY SKELTON TO APPROVE THE AGENDA AS PRESENTED.  UNANIMOUSLY CARRIED 
IT WAS MOVED BY SKELTON, SUPPORTED BY KIPPLEY TO ACCEPT THE OATH OF ELECTED OFFICER SUPERVISOR CRAIG ANTTILA TO A 3 YEAR TERM ENDING 12/31/2021 AND TO PLACE THE OATH OF OFFICE ON FILE IN THE CLERK’S OFFICE.  MOTION CARRIED
