Abstracts —Any subject, form, light, or shadow within the theme.

The Rules:
You may enter up to 3 photos.

All photos must be original & submitted by the photographert.
All types of photos are allowed: Color, black & white, digital, film, or cell phone.

Entries must be mounted or matted for display. Note: NO FRAMES OR GILASS!
Size limits: No larger than 117x14”, No smaller than 4”’x6”, No panoramas longer
than 14”.

5. Each photo should have one of the enclosed labels adhered to the back of the mount.
The label should be in the direction you wish it to be mounted. Please lightly write
“top”, in pencil, so we get it right.

6. For photos in the “People” category, it is the photographer’s responsibility to obtain
written permission to use their image; this document should be available upon request.

Photos of large groups would not fall under this rule.

7. We reserve the right to reject entries deemed inappropriate for family viewing or
entries that do not meet the theme and/or rules.

Entry Packaging: Place up to 3 photos in a large envelope along with the entry form, tape the enclosed label,
legibly printed, on the back of the entry as directed by Rule #5 listed above. For judging purposes, DO
NOT SIGN YOUR NAME TO THE FRONT OF YOUR ENTRIES!
