     A federally tax exempt LLC registered in          

Baltimore, Maryland, Virtue in Christ was         

established in 2011 as a vehicle for womenôs 

Christian training and spiritual fortification. It 

was organized for the purpose of coordinating 

and  implementing the Virtue ladies retreat, 

and will continue to expand its offerings as it is   

suitable for the edification of the body of 

Christ.  In 2012, Virtue in Christ partnered with 

the Aberdeen Church of Christ in Aberdeen,        

Maryland, to produce the first ñVirtue in an 

Age of Promiscuityò ladies retreat. This     

partnership continued through 2015 with     

Aberdeen Church of Christ as the sponsor for 

the annual Virtue ladies retreat. From 2016-19, 

the Ladies of  Virtue retreat was an educational 

component and ministry of the Northeast    

Baltimore Bible Institute & College (NBBIC), 

a satellite college of the Sunset International 

Bible Institute. The Church of Christ in 

Sandtown became the sponsor in 2020, and it 

continues today. 

     Virtue in Christ hosts planning meetings, 

prepares and disseminates promotional          

materials, develops and conducts evaluations, 

analyzes and reports on evaluation data, and  develops and distributes communications as needed in the      

furtherance of its mission and goals. Virtue in Christ administers the retreat/event web pages, uses social    

media (including Facebook, Twitter, and mass email marketing) to communicate with interested parties,   

manages event registration, and designs and prints many of the collateral materials associated with the ladies 

retreat. As a fundraiser for the programs of Virtue in Christ, has published a book by Sister Tracy Worley   

entitled ñInspired by Virtue: An Inspirational Journal for Women,ò which includes contributions by sisters 

from all over the Body of Christ.
