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George Vorovka (1922-2017) was the son of Alois and Marie Vorovka, who were immigrants from Czechoslovakia. He graduated from high school in Hemingford, Nebraska and later served as an officer in the U.S. Navy during World War II. George received his preparatory flight training in Mount Vernon, Iowa, War Training Service (WTS) flights in Grand Junction, Colorado, pre-flight in St. Mary's, California, primary flight in Norman, Oklahoma, and advanced in Pensacola, Florida.  He was stationed in Pensacola, serving as a Naval Aviator and flight instructor, flying SNJs and PBYs. Patrolling the Gulf of Mexico and night-time water landings were part of his routine! George received the American Theatre of War and the World War II Victory Medal campaign medals. He served in the Naval Reserves until 1955.

His enthusiasm for aviation was an inspiration for more than a few to obtain their pilot’s licenses, including his daughter! At the age of 90, George flew with his daughter as the pilot. It was a special day for both of them, as he entrusted her with his Navy Wings of Gold.  George was extremely thankful to his son for arranging his participation in the Heartland Honor Flights which took almost 1500 Nebraska World War II veterans to see their national World War II Memorial in Washington DC.  It was definitely a highlight of his later years.

George especially loved sharing his history of his lifetime experiences with his grandsons. George and his wife, Evelyn, were married for 71 years.
