What do coins and the law of economics have to do with the kingdom of God (Mt.25:14- November 26, 2023
30)? The Lord entrusts the subjects of his kingdom with gifts and graces and he gives his Ezekie| 34:11-17
subjects the freedom to use them as they think best. With each gift and talent, God gives 1 Corinthians 15:20-28
sufficient means (grace and wisdom) for using them in a fitting way. As the parable of the T 2N
talents shows, God abhors indifference and an attitude that says it is not worth trying. God

honors those who use their talents and gifts for doing good. Those who are faithful with even a little are entrusted with
more! But those who neglect or squander what God has entrusted to them will lose what they have.

There is an important lesson here for us. No one can stand still for long in the Christian life. We either get more or we
lose what we have. We either advance towards God or we slip back. Do we seek to serve God with the gifts, talents, and
graces he has given to us? Let us pray: Lord Jesus, be the ruler of my heart and thoughts, be the king of my home and
relationships, and be the master of my work and service. Help me to make good use of the gifts, talents, time, and
resources you give me for your glory, and good of your people.

Saint of the Week... St: Ceellia

St. Cecilia is one of the most famous virgin martyrs of the early church. She was a noble Roman
who as a child vowed her virginity to God. When she was married against her will to the future
Saint Valerian, she told him that an angel of God wished her to remain a virgin. He promised
to respect this wish if he were allowed to see the angel. She replied that he would if he were
baptized. On his return from baptism he found Cecilia talking to the angel. She then converted
his brother Tiburtius, who also saw the angel. Both men were martyred before she was.

Cecilia distributed her possessions to the poor, which enraged the prefect Almachius, who
ordered her to be burned. When the flames did not harm her, she was beheaded. The
executioner struck her three times but was unable to decapitate her so he left her bleeding and
she lived for three days. Crowds came to her and collected her blood while she preached to Did You Know?
them or prayed. On the third day she died and was buried by Pope Urban and his deacons. One of the stained glass
windows in our church
depicts St. Cecilia! It can
be found in the steps
leading to the choir loft.

Feast Day: November 22

According to tradition, Cecilia “sang in her heart to the Lord” as the musicians played at her
wedding, and in art she is often represented playing the organ. She is the patron saint of music
and musicians.
