Last month some of our club members traveled to the big city of Etter, Texas. It’s so big, if you blink you’ll miss it! Etter is the location of the world’s largest dairy and also where Cecil and Mary Grace Regier’s home can be found. Through one of his many contacts, Cecil arranged a tour of the dairy and I must admit it was fascinating. There is so much more to it than just milking cows!  Our tour guide took us on a tour that showed us the process from beginning to end. We were there for a little over two hours so you can just imagine the information we gained! The first stop was where they stored the feed. From there they took us to where the feed is mixed with different vitamins and minerals to make sure the cows get all the nutrients they need. Then we went to where the baby calves were housed. After that we saw where they sterilize the bottles, house the milk cows, load them on the carousels to milk them, and finally to the room where the milk goes from the cows into the trucks!  They milk 40,000 cows twice a day so basically 80,000 cows worth of milk that is loaded directly into the truck that will transport it to the cheese factory in Dalhart. Trucks leave every 30 minutes so that’s 48 trucks daily. By the time we finished my head was spinning like the carousels the cows embarked upon to be milked! It is well known that tours of the Faria Brothers Dairy are non-existent, but performing the impossible is blasé for our members living in Etter, Texas. Things You Auto Know

Those of us with Advanced Age Syndrome can appreciate the extra care required to maintain our archaic chassis’.  Our older vehicles also require special attention.  We all wash our vehicles often, but maintaining the finish requires as much care as our skin does.  Sealing wax preserves the shine. 

Our joints have a tendency to get stiff with age as do the many sites in our antiques.  Newer makes of cars don’t need “lube-jobs” as we used to call them.  The newer joints are sealed, while the antique joints have grease zerts where lubrication is required.  The many moving parts outside the engine, such as springs, ball joints, and drive lines, need a regular application whether or not you drive often.  Grease has a tendency to become old and dry in normal weather conditions.  My dad used to speak of the dreaded “Grease Worms” that chew away at the lubrication in mechanical joints. 

Once a year, you should flush out the cooling system of your antique’s engine.  Doing so prevents corrosion of metal parts.  Ah, you say brass and copper does not corrode, but there are many iron and steel parts that the cooling fluid touches that do corrode.  A 50/50 mixture of antifreeze and water is preferred.  Amarillo area water is known to contain many unhealthy salts and minerals, so utilizing distilled water is better. 

Even a teenaged male dripping hormones all over the seat of an antique car knows to check the oil level and change the oil reg-ularly, but how many of us know to change the brake fluid regularly?  Brake fluid has a tendency to collect moisture.  Components within your brake system can also corrode as well as fail completely.  There are many types of brake fluid, so make sure you use the recommended type.
