The 
purpose of  Jesus’ journey into Jerusalem was to fulfill his Father’s will; thus it is fitting 
that this service continues with the reading of  the Passion, turning the emphasis to the 
days which lie ahead in Holy Week.  We who hail him as king one moment, may in the 
next deny him, even joining with the crowds in shouting “Crucify him!”
