Saskatchewan farmers produce 2.26 million 
kgs of fruit annually! Fruit probably isn’t the  
first thing you think of when you hear the  
words “Saskatchewan” and “farming.”  
 
 

That said, the province produces 2.26 million kgs of it every 
year. From fruits that are native to the province (such as 
Saskatoon berries) to those that have been bred to thrive in our 
environmental conditions (like apples), the variety provided by 
our growers is incredible. Moving forward, Saskatchewan 
continues to diversify its fruit offerings. Haskap (an edible 
honeysuckle enjoyed in Japan and Russia) and dwarf sour 
cherries are just two increasingly popular fruits that are being 
produced in the province.
