Reminder of Project Background: Plan A (PASSED): Special Assessment that will
result in 2 tennis courts, a pavilion, small hill, field with play space, and a walking
trail that will cost the community $781,000 total (per-household cost of $1,637
one-time or 3 annual payments of $600).
