Note: It is never too late to begin dancing. While sometimes a new student may
find themselves in a class with younger students, don't get discouraged. With
some hard work and determination, they can be moving up before you know it.

Late Registration: Should a student not be able to begin classes in September,

full tuition is still due to hold their place in class. We can not guarantee the spot
otherwise. Registration closes November 1st.

Dress Code: Ballet dress code supersedes all other classes. What this means is
that if you have ballet on a night when you have other classes, you must follow
the ballet dress code. For example, if you have jazz with ballet following, you
must wear your ballet clothing to jazz class. If your classes are back to back, you
will not have time to change into different clothing. You should be ready to go
immediately to the next class. Instructors expect you to be prompt. See page 5
for required dress code items.

Classroom Etiquette: A respectful classroom creates a positive and comfortable

learning environment for everyone. Instructors will show respect to their
students and it is expected that students show respect to instructors as well as
fellow students. In dance class, more advanced students stand in front. Allow
them to be ahead of you at the beginning of class, even if you were there first.
This allows less experienced students the opportunity to use more advanced
students as a guide. Make every effort to be prompt to class. Students coming in
late can be a disruption. There should be no talking during class, always focus on
the instructor so that you do not miss important directions. Although sometimes
you can't avoid the need to use the restroom during class, please try to plan
ahead and use it before. This is just another way to keep the class running
smoothly with the fewest distractions. It is the goal of Generation Dance to have
a positive, enriching classroom experience for all students. Following these
guidelines will help achieve that goal. We want all students to have the greatest
opportunity for growth in the dance classroom.

Weather Closing: Generation Dance follows ELCO School Districts weather

closing and early dismissal days. This only applies to closings due to weather.

Leveling: Generation Dance Instructors work very hard to place students in
classes that are appropriate for their ability. Each student progresses at their
own rate, and not that of their friends. Students of the same age and years of
experience may have completely different capabilities. Students will become
solid in their technical training by being placed in the appropriate level. It is
not unusual for students to remain in the same level for 2 - 3 years before they
are ready to accept the challenges of the next level.

*Very Important*
Please do not park in the loading zone. Many older students are
dropped off for class and this area should be open for quick drop-
offs. Even if you are waiting in your car, you should not be in the
loading zone. Younger students should not be dropped off. They
should be brought up to the studio to ensure their safe arrival.

There is ample parking available on the east side of the building in
the back corner. The building owner put lights along the alley side of
the building and the back parking lot so that we have visibility. Do not
pull into the alley and stop to allow dancers to get out of the car. This
causes a very dangerous situation when someone is behind you who
is also turning down the alley to go to the back parking lot. This has
happened multiple times and causes the back car to be sticking out
into the roadway while dancers are being dropped off.

Please be courteous to the residents on Main Avenue. The studio
brings an enormous influx of traffic to their neighborhood and we
must respect that we are visitors. If you park on Main Ave, only park in
legal spots. We love the building that houses our studio and feel that
if more people would use the back parking lot, we could alleviate
many problems. Please give yourselves a little extra time to get to the
studio so that you are not rushed when parking.
