Topic: Vulcan Materials excavates in
McCook quarry for construction
related aggregate. The quarry will
eventually be sold to the MWRD as
part flood control and inclusion into
the deep tunnel project. Stage 1 is
scheduled for completion in 2017 (3.5
billion gallons) and stage 2 in 2029 (6.5
billion gallons). As the reservoirs are
decommissioned quarries, construction
has been delayed by decreased demand
for quarried gravel. Upon completion,
the TARP system will have a 17.5
billion gallon capacity. Vulcan is the
limestone-mining contractor, and
MWRD gets a royalty from the sale of
the aggregate product. Stage 1 will be
operational at the end of the year, and
Vulcan will complete mining Stage 1
by the end of March. Vulcan is
currently only mining from Stage 2.
