The
teaching that all men have etemal life either
in heaven 01' hell is perhaps the most anti·,chri::;-
tion doctl'ine ,ever forced upon the human ,race,
for if man naturally inherits immortality Christ
could not possibly give it to him, and thus it
destroys all the necessity of the suffel'ing and
death of Christ upon the cross. It makes
Christ's claims false and His atonement non-
essential. ~~.,'~ . '. .,

We ar,e not teaching conditional immortal-
ity and the destl'llction of the wicked to make

. an easy ending for sinners, but to defend the
Christ and His teachings that man must be
born again to have eternal existence. The
teaching of etemal torment has no effect upon
the modern mind, no person of reason can con-
ceive a God which would do such a thing, for



the destruction of the wicked meets all the de-
mands of justice and the demands of an out-
l'<lged God. When you preach destruction of
the wicked and prove there is no life outside of
Jesus Christ, then it is that men seek Chlist
as the author of all life, the sole author of life.
'I11e unconverted thousands in the modem
churches who depend upon morality, standing
in society and church membership for .eternal
life are compelled to get truly converted, and
the multiplied thousands of lodge people and
those adhering to certain principles find that
·~hrist is the only way to eternal life and thus
are lead to seek Him. Perhaps the most piti-
fulsight in the world is this great multitude of
church and lodgc people \\'ho are being lear!
hlindly thru the darkened maze of inherent im-
mortalit~ .. and eternal life thru Adam to their
eternal destruction. Our position relative to
condition immortality and \lesL u::tion of the
\'\'icked is the only teaching in the world that
forces upon man the necessity of being born
ag'ain to have eternal life. Therefore, we call
upon all ministers ever,\'\\'here to sound the
hattle cry, cry aloud and spare not, lift up
their voice, and prov,e to the people that man
must obtain spiritual life alone thnr an old-
fashionec1 conversion followed by experimental
salvation. And th~t destruction, the second
death, the wages of sin which is death will be
the end of all who do not find lif.e in Jesus
Christ. "For behold, the day cometh, that
shall bum as an oven; and all the proud, yea,
and all that do wickedly, shall be stubble; and
the day that cometh shall burn them up, saith
the Lord of hosts, that it shall leave neither
root nor branch.

have passed from death unto life and this ir-
respective of the degree of knowledge they pos-
sess, .whether acquired by observation, exper-
ience, or study. We have not the faintest evi··
d.ence from 'the Scriptures of Truth, 01' even
from our own fallible ,experience, that educa-
tion makes men more ready 01' willing to accept
God's message. The most astute philosophers
and c~ltured' scientist are just as difficult to
lead to a know1edgeof salvation as the simple
rustic or illiterate yokel.

Of the first fifteen men who were convert-
ed to God on out' station, fourteen had never
leamed to read a syllable of their own languag2
and aU of them were fearless witnesses to the
saving power of God, and lived a life of Christ-
ian testimony in their o"vn villuges. Educa-
tion is a power just as wealth is a power; but
wealth does not save the soul and neither does
education. Both may be harnessed in the cause
of Christ 01' prostituted to the service of the
evil one. Wealth may be laid upon the altar fOJ'

the. furtherance of the Gospel of the world's
Saviour and for the amehelioration of human
woe. or •.Jevoted to blighting and pernicious
purpose::;. ,Education, set apart and consecrateJ
to God. may become a mighty 110tency in
:~)reading the glad tidings, of salvation, hut
what a scorching, withering, delJasing' influenc2
!:manates from' the echerous voice Dr the edu-
cated debauche~, and flows from the pen of the
cultured writer of libidinous and degrading lit-
erature. Educated men may be saved just as
wealthy men may be saved, but they are saved
in spite of their education and wealth, not be-
cause of them.

It [s most desirable 'that men and women
who are born of' God should be educated, and
that institutions be established for the tJ'ai'l-
ing of all available converts; fOJ' althougll t: ,I"

want of education does not affect the sailltship
of the nativ€ it may, to an extent. limit, the
sphere of his usefulness. Hence it is expedient

, that all those who are changed by the grace oZ
God should be trained and more fully fitted to
be messengers of salvation tQ their unregener-
ated companions.

Whatever advantages, however, education
confers, a passport to the. mansion' of there-
deemed is not one of them. The Gospel of the
grace of God alone can accomplis:l the miracui-
ous work of regenerating the ltUJ11~:nhemt.

M?~' we ever remember the a~tute r,pmark of
tilt:) old Japanese Chri'3tian to a l<lll' l'r,iversity
1)1/fi ('sso1' on the e'l'2 (',' his dq\:3I'ture 'trom the
East, "Tell the people," said h~. ",\'ho send out
the Missionaries that we need less formulas an::!
more Christ." In taking to the heathen the
soul saving Gospel we have in many cases been
most cal'eful to introduce with it many hoary
excrescences and morbid developments which
have attached themselves with parasitcal ten-
acity to God's evangel, impeding ,spiritual life
and veiling the redemptive power of the Omni-
potent Saviour. Let us lop off the nonessentials,
<:lid as faithful followers of the Mastel' cling
to New Testament Christianity, knowing noth-
ing among the heathen "save Jesus Christ and
Him crucified." No ceremonial bolstering nor
educational attainments are necessary to pre-

pare the h,eart to accept that everlasting life
which is the free gift of a loving God.

Even to those who expected to find their
salvation through a mere ritualistic perusal of
the sacred writings, Christ said, "Search the
SCl'iptures, for in them ye think ye have eter-
nal life, and these al'e they which testify of
Me. And ye will not come unb Me that ye
1:1:~'~lthave life."

J r education is necessary to sal\'aLion, and
it' the cc.uth's illiterate must be educated before
Liley ,u'e prepared to receiv,e the Gospel of the
go) ace of God, when is the evangelization of the
\l.'o]'ld to be accomplished'? Leaving out of
cnnsideration the immense continent of Africa,
with its multitudinous tribes speaking hund,reels
of different languages, and the millions of
China with conditions and figures which are
both alike staggering, let us look for a moment
rot the comparatively small peninsula of India.
Of its 300,000,000 of people over 280 million
~lJ'(~Ilnahle to read or \\Titf'. There art' 8f! mil-
lion adult women over fifteen years of age, and
of thees there are 88,500,000 illiterate.

In connection with this subject I give a
short quotation from a letter of a lady Mission-
a1'y in India. "It must not be supposed," she
says, "that a year is the average time which a
Sindi woman will lea1'l1to read. Miss B, and I
have been teaching a pupil for four months
who has only got over the difficulty of letters
and vowel marks. She is not more dull than the
average of her class, many of whom begin to
learn only to get weary of it when they see



of the Lord J,esus?
Let one question be asked, and if that is

faithfully and truthfully answered, it may
bring to light the one great cause of the lack
of spiritual results commensurate with the
Missionary operations to-day. How many mis-
sionaries are engaged in giving secular educa-
tion to the heathen who have been ostensibly
sent out to proclaim the Gospel of Christ and
salvation through His name? May it be that
the vast majority of the Missioniers in the
foreign field being so employed is one great
fungous growth which, like a vampire, is suck-
ing the blood of all Missionary power.

Be it emphatically known that against sec-
ular education, as such, there is not one word
to be .said; but education does not change the
healt nor save the soul, else from out our sem-
inaries of learning there would not go forth
year by year the sublest deceivers'and the most
dissolute libertines.

Who would be even bold enough t~ suggest
that the educated west end of London, with all
its advantages of birth and worldly estate to
boot, is more holy than the uneducated east
.end, which has been nurtured in degrading en-
vironment? The Gospel of Christ alone can re-
generate the heart, and to preach that Gospel
the Missionary, is avowedly sent forth, and for
that work he is manifestly supported.

The Lad Jesus Himself never said a single
word about education, and it is notorious that
His apostles were chosen from unlettered men.
The people of Palestine in the beginning of the
Christian era were a comparatively illiterate
lace; but the Lord Jesus Christ did not send
our His disciples among the Galilean hills t::>
augment the educational acquirements of the
populace, but only to ~reach the Gospel which
saves and regenerate:'!, and of which leamed
Paul was not ashamed, for he found it to be
the power of God unto salvation to ,everyone
that believeth. '

If Paul and his associates hads~ttled down
in some village or among some inhabited hill-
side and offered worldly inducements to the
childr,en to come and learn the first principles
of their own language, would historians have
had to chronicle such world-astounding con-
quests of the Gospel as have been recorded in
the first century of the Christian era? That
this mode has been adopted in many parts of

the Mission field no one can deny. To say the
very least of it, what a grotesque, insincere,
an", unchristianlike mode of proclaiming the
Gospel.

I do not think it is too much to assert that
the devil is probably quite satisfied with the
~Tesent al'l'angements, and that as long as the
pl'ofessed "Heralds of· the Cross" occupy their
lives with the work of imparting secular in-
structions, he will continue to give his approv-
ing smile.

Evel'y Mis.sionary well knows that in hea,·
then lands the arch .enemy of mankind has for
ages held undisputed s\yay. There the simplE,
followel' of Cl1l'ist encounters the most diaboli-
cal onslaughts and the fiercest opposition. It
is there the enemy strikes his mightiest blows
and directs his deadliest shafts. He does not
always, however, appeal' in fOl'l11sof satanic.
His ways are movable, thou canst not know
them.

If he can only force uJ)on l\lissiomu'ies
some idea which, if cal'l'ied out would retard th0
onward progress of the enlightening, soul-sav-
ing Gospel of Jesus Christ, how gladly will he
transform himself into an angel of light. Has
he not clone so in inducing s manr Messengers
of the Cl'OSSto believe that the impal'ting of
education to the heathen is, in some sense 01'

other, analagous to the pl'eaching of the Gos-
pel.

In a Missionary book recently published
the authol' makes the following statement: "If
there is one thing that the Missionary has less
to do with than another it is preaching. He
rather assumes the roles of teacher, school
mastel', etc., for he has learned that an African
cannot be a saint without being a scholar 01'

an al'tisan."
It is sur,ely a travesty and defamation of

Lhe Gospel of the Lord Je.sus to assert that be-
fore men can be saints they must become either
mathematicians or craftsmen. To assume that
a man's salvation depends in any sense, upon
his ability to l'ead and write and solve prob-
lems ig no Jess than a covert confession of un-
belief in the power of the Gospel of Jesus
Christ to save the soul.

The r,evealed will of God declares that no
man who comes to Christ is to be cast out, and
that all who truly believe in His name and ac-
cept Him as thei,r Saviour are born of God and



the difficulties. .r do not expect that
[;he will be able to read the Bible by this time
[,ext year, even with united efforts."

Again when a Missionary was asked how
lcng he thought it would take a coolie, aged
thirty-three, to learn to read in the Oriya
charactel', the answer was: "Very few would
believe they could learn at all at such an age,
if determined and methodical a man might
succeed in six or seven yeal'S, but it would be
hard work."

Granted that Missionaries accept the fal-
lacy that education is an essential prelude to
conversion, when, in the name of God and hu-
manity, at the present rate of Missionary edu-
cation are these millions of ignorant heathen
to be ,Prepared to "behold the 'Lamb of God that
taketh away the sins of the world."

I repeat once more that the Lord Jesus
Chl'ist never gave utterance to one .syllable
about education, nor is there a single statement
recorded on the subject from the lips of His
~postles. The learned have never had a mon-
opoly of grace. The religious of Jesus Christ
is a lif.e, not of an education. Education, how-
ever preliminary or advanced, means nothing
in relation to one's nearness to Christ. "God
hath made foolish the wisdom of this world."
A native's Christianity depends no more upon
the amount of education he receives than it
does on the quality of clothing he wears. Men
are not Christians by education any more than
they are by birth. A man may be born a Hindu
Cl' a Mohammedan, or a Taoist; but Chl'istian:~
are made-created by the Holy Ghost of God
through the message of the Word; and it is the
province of Missionaries to proclaim the mes--
sage.

Surely the Gospel has been kept back from
the heathen long enough. It is but a century
since European Christians began to think ser-
iously of obeying Christ's last injunction. Nevel'
before were the nations of the world so ,ready
to welcome the "Heralds of the Cross" as they
are to-day. Would it not be an unpardonable
cl'ime to attempt to giv.e them education in lieu
of the soul saving Gospel of the Lord Jesus?
They ask for bread; shall we give them a stone?

Self-Ex!>ression the Idol of Humanity
Not the True Goal of Man~- The idea of

self-expression is much in the minds of _men
today. The word itself is a great one in the
mouths of many self-appointed leaders and
teachers. It sounds well but the idea is too
often ad vanced as an excuse for impetuous
youth and others when they give loose rein to
their passion. The behaviouristic psychology
will even dare to advance this utmost freedom
of self-expression as necessary -for the t~'ue
development of life or a possible correct choice
for those who so desire to live. Self,-expression
c,ften "el'ves as a palliative for the conscience
that may still have some slight H..-ingover self-
indulgence.

The right to self-expr,ession is a divine gift.
God desires that each man show fOlth his in-
dividuality, but in accordance with the true
IllWS of his being. The first law of created be-
ing is obedience to God. Self-expression is
l'ightly hailed as the high ideal of nations
struggling against oppression and t~:ranny. It
is a fine and necessary thing that nations be
free to develop along lines intended by pro\'i- -
dence, otherwise the divine purpose in their
~'xistence will remain unfulfilled. In the case of
the Jews returning to Palestine, much is said
about their need for a national home with free-'
dom fOl' self expression, where they may exhibit
their genius and powers in all-moral, inteUectual
and cultural directions. But such self-expression
in Isreal and in other nations will not find its
God and the acceptance of his guidance. \':hen
,1ations seek to live their lif.e without l'ecvgniz-
ing God, they take the way to an inglorious end,
Thus it \\-as with the Jews \\"hen they refused
the life offered them by Jesus.

pUl':-lh'.pxistence and entered an age-long exile.

Man's True End.-Man was created to
glorify God and to enjoy him forevel·." If he
pursues his life without thought of God, he will
miss the end _ofhis being. Since he \\'as made a
dependent being, his independent ways will
scar ,more and mOl',ethe already padly effaced
image of God in his soul. The self-expression
of his marred ,soul will ruin his life and he will
go out into eternal darkness at the end. The
greater his powel~s the greater will be the in-
jury wrought not only to himself but to men
about him. HIS failure to glorify God cuts him



off from the only source of life and. blessing, so
that all his faculties miss the only way of their
natural dev,elopment and expression. Self-ex-
pression is the expression of selfishness. Self·
ishness ruins every life it controls.

Self-Expression the Pathway of Sinful Am-
bition. - Throughout the ages of history the
cry of men has been for self~expression. "Let
us have fl'eedom to go our own way, to indulge
our desires, to exhibit our powers." This cry
began with Eve when she took the forbidden
fruit because she "saw that the tree was good
for food (self-indulgence), and that it was
pleasant to the ·eyes ('give me what I desire,'
whether good or not), and a tree to be desired
to make one wisc." God's way of wisdom was
out of fashion, so she chose the serpent's way
[I.nd indulged her own notions of a happy life.
Her husband joined in her folly, and they ruin·
ed themselv:es and all humanity. Theil' am·
bition for more "things" for indulgence of their
v.ppetites, for new "thrills" and to be wise apart
from God led their self-expression into wrong
pr.ths.

It has been ever thus with men and na-
tiens. False ambitions have le(1 them astray
as they sought to show how great and wonder-
ful were their powers. The Greeks made beaut~·
their goddess and corrupted the very fountairis
of their national life. The great conquerors pf
history sought self-expression in military
power. and often ruined themselves and their
people. What was the career of Bonapart.e but
n signal instance of a highly gifted man whos~
nmbition took flight _without consulting God '?
So was it with Alexander the Great and Wil-
liam Second the Little.

The False Trend of the Age.-As Gentile
times draw to their close, the self-exaltation of
men comes to a climax. Their self-determina-
tion leads them from God, and they think to
exalt themselves in gathering the ·riches of the
earth, by indulging their mad craze for pleas-
ure ("lovers of pleasures more than lovers of
God," 2 Tim. ii1, 4) and by devoting time and
strength to art, science and business. The age
has wearied of God and will have none of His
ways. The tendency is to exalt man, his pow-
crs. his works, his ideals. Man must be su··
p'eme in govel'llment, in morals, education, and
cver~' manner of self-expression.

Its Culminatioll in the Antichrist. - The
final result of man's self-expression will be the

entir'8 casting off of God and the deification of
man in the Antichrist. Men al'e becoming pos-
sess~d of a defiant urge to such self-exaltation
a>; must reveal their compleb antagonism to
God and the destruction, as far as possible, of
the divine image in the soul.

The Antichrist will be a man of the largest
powers devoted to the sole exaltation of self,
self· expression. In him will culminate the wick-
edness of men, their defiance of God, their bold-
C[it attempt to exhibit what is in man, how
tmn>;cendent are his faculties, his charms, his
::>.mbitions, even to the displacing- of God from
Iris univel'se. Satan will urge him to establish
::>.man··made millennium. We see today a speci-
man of his acting in Mussolini., the fore-runner,
~u]'ely, of the Antichrist. But the coming Ma:l
Gf Sin will far outstrip his hal'binger "Ind builc;
the new Empire of Rome to a strength surpas
sing ~1l its ancient powel'. The teachings today
of eVOlution and model'nism are paving the way
for such high-handed flaunting of Jehovah as
men have nev,er seen by denying His authority
over men, His creation of man, His redemption
of men and His true place in the [\ffairs of men.
'I'h':! Antichrist will prefer to receive powe;
fl'Cj,1 Snbn, for Satan will give hi;:1 liberty to
do as he pleases. Freedom from God, this ic.;
the final form of self··exl)l'ession, in the race
and in its leader the Antichrist.

The Jewish emigration from Poland to Pal-
()stine in the year 1927 was one-sixth of that of
1926. While in 1926 a total of 6,809 Polish
Jews left for Palestine, in 1927 the number de-
creased to 1179.

Twenty--six tourist ships were scheduled
to arrive in Palestine between December 24 and
Ma~' 14, 1928. An Arab investor is now build-
ing a modem hotel for tourists at Amman (in



Transjordania) with the support of some toUl'-
ist companies. A visit to Amman and J erash
is included in the itinerary of tourists this sea-
son, says The Palestine Weekly.

The cave at Machpelah is now open to non-
Moslems as a result of a ruling issued by the
Moslem Supreme Council in J,erusalem.The
cave, which is presumed to be the burial place
of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob, is located near
Hebron, and has been one of Palestine's holy
sites since the twelfth century. It is concealed
by a mosque which was formerly a chmch built
by the Crusaders.

The contrast between the simple civiliza-
tion of the Arab peasants of Palestine and th'2
Jews was strikingly illustrated at the time of
the recent eclipse of the moon there. In the
Hebrew press appeared scientific articles ex-
plaining the phenomena. But the Arabs mourn-
ed; they beat tins and called upon Allah;
they howled and tried b~T their suppli-
cations to help the moon in its struggle
against the monster which was blotting
out its light from the world.

A strange work has been undertaken by
a Japanese minister from Tokio, who is now in
Palestine to add to his knowledge nf .

With a heart full of gladne.ss an'd thanks-
giving I felt these four points were four ]ceys,
which if used by the Spirit would bring deliver-
ance sought.

say, wherein have we robbed Thee? In tithes
and offerings. Y.e are cursed with a curse; for
ye have robbed Me, even this whole nation.
Bring ye all the tithes into the storehouse, that
ther,e may be meat in Mine house, and prove
Me now herewith, saith the Lord of hosts, if
I will not open you the windows of heaven and
pour you out a blessing, that there shall not
be room enough to receive it. And I will re-
buke the devourer for your sakes, and he shall
not destroy the fruits of your ground; neither
shall your vine cast her fruit before the time
in the field, saith the Lord of hosts."

This accusation of men robbing God is a
terrible one, and when they ask, "Wherein
have we robb<~d thee?" He answers the ques-
tion. "In tithes and offerings." And He tells
them to bring all the tithes into the storehouse.
In other words, pay your debts. The salvation
of God makes people honest, not only with
their fellow man but with God Himself. Tt
will make you pay your debts. If you have
defrauded anyone you will restore, like Zac-
cheus, who said, "Lord, if I have taken from
any man by false accusation, I will l'estoro him
fourfold." I know many people who have come
to God and He has revealed to them thing-s ill
their past life to make right, among them delJLs
owed to man and to God. The reason He gi vcs
that we shall bring in the tithe is that "there
may be meat in Mine house." Then He ehal··
lenges us to prove Him thereby, and see if He
will not open the windows of heaven and pour
out a blessing. My object this morning in r,ead-
ing this, is not alone that money may be
brought into God's treasury, but just as im-
pOltant is the latter part of that verse, and
proving of God, and having Him open up the
heavens upon us in blessing, both spiritually
:[IHl temporally. We arc looking for and ex-
) ccting the outpouring of God's Spirit upon
us, and I believe in my heart that the obeying
of this command will help in a great measure
to bring the blessing.
I know some dear brethren in the ministry who
do not believe in paying tithes, but that under
thc New Testament teaching a person is sup-
posed to give all to Jesus. I do not dispute that
but those who teach that, do not do it, they do
not give even a tenth. There are many people
who say, "Yes, 'Lord, I give You all, my wife,
my family, my money; everything is YOUI'S,"

and then when God calls on them fOl' ten cents
out of a dollar they are too stingy to give it.
r find it a good plan to keep books with G::Jd
['.nel.every dollar that comes into my possession
I give Him His l)alt of it. And then I do not
fc~1I hav2 yet given Him an offering. I am
paying to God just what I owe Him. Let us
suppose a case; that you are working for a firm
and this firm is sending you out to collect cer-
tail'. bills for them. They make an agreement
with yOli that out of what you collect they give
~ou all but ten pel' oent. So you start out with
the addresses of the firms in hand to collect
the bills, and all that you collect in a week is
~~25,and of that you are supposed to tUl'11 in
ten pel' cent. 'But you say, "Well, I am pretty
hard up this wek, because of the high cost of
living, I do not ,see how I can tUl'11in ten per
cent. It takes every cent to pay my actual
debts." and instead of tUl'l1ing over $2.50, you
I:ccp the whole amount because you f.eel you
need it. Friends, is that honest? Would you
not be called to account for the amount you
kept which belong to them. I am using this
to illusLI'aL2 the point. No matter what you
might 'l'eccivc, ten pel' ccnt does not belong to
.\ (>t!. j feel the same way about tithing; that
if ) would snel1(l the whole of it on my own
neccb I would be robbing God just as you would
lJe robbing your firm.

I confess fol' a y.~al' after I was converted
and was in the service of God I felt as many do
in IIis work, that I was giving my all and was
noL expected to tithe, but I couldn't preach
tithing' at that time, because I wouldn't have
b2en living- what I preached. Many times th~
V,'ol'd "'ould come to me, "Ye have robb3d Me."
and I would ask myself, "I, a l)reacher, robbing
Goo ?" Many times we went through hard
places. J neve'l' like to tell things we ,suffered
f'u:' Jesus' sake, but it was, to me very dis-
eOllnging, and to tithe in such times seem2d
out of the question. But God gave me no rest,
<'no I came to the place where I said, "Lord, I
wilL" and from that time on I began to give
"Cnd Iris tithe. and I wani: to testif,v to the fact
th<:.~1 never had any ::1Gn: hard tin:es. Many
times my faith was tc;c;te,-l,but GOG never fail-
ed 111<.'. and when I compare my experience
lKf'ol'e I obeyed God in this command to what I
have experienced since, I cannot fail to
give God His portion. Fl'iends, if you



Christian, I remembered, and I began to "reck-
on myself dead' 'to those thoughts that came
rolling like sea-billows over iny soul, and seem-
ed determined to force out the unkind word,
and I ",reckoned myself alive" to the love that
would say the kind thing. But still no relief.
It was "all of self and none of Thee." Then I
said, "I yield myself unto Thee, Oh, Heavenly
Father, Thou must work the wrong thoughts
out, and the right thoughts in, for I cannot."

"THE VALUE OF TITHING"
When we become children of God we take

upon ourselves certain obligations, for the ex-
tension of God's kingdom, and for the further-
ance of the Gospel. The subject of Tithing is
no new theme for this church, but we some-
times need to be reminded of our obligations
and duties; stirred up, as it were, by being put
in remembrance of these necessary things.

There are some, however, who do not like
to be reminded of this important obligation,
ancI who say the command to tithe was under
the law and we are not bound by it. I would
I~Otbe dogmatic and say that we are bound to
the old law, but I am sure there is much con-
tained in the Old Testament which is good for
our example, and as far as the law is concern-
ed, tithing was practiced long before the days
of Sinai. When Abraham returned, victorous-
h.- having rescued Lot and defeated the fOUl'
kings, we find he met MeIchisedec and paid him
tithes of all that he had. This was a long time
before the law was given on Sinai. And we
find that Jacob, when he had that vision at
Bethel, and ,saw the ladder extending to heaven
the angels descending and ascending, promise:l
God if He would be 'with him, he would give
Him a tenth of all that he had. They found it
good to practise tithing before the law, and I
have found it good also. God's plan is excel-
lent, concerning the details of His work and.
the cal'l'ying on of His service, and when a
church has this method of running her affairs
she won't have any of the disgraceful things
such as "old rummage sales" "ice cream so-
cials" and "raffles" to raise money for the
church ,expenses. Thel'e will be no need to men-
tion money very often when Gods' people are
faithful in this.

_ In Malachi 3 :6, we read, "For I am the
Lord. I change not." If that be true and it
was God's order and plan then, I do not see
that we have a right to change it. He fur-
ther says, "Return unto Me, and I will return
unto you, saith the Lord of hosts. But ye
said, wherein shall we return? Will a man
rob God? Yet ye have robbed Me. But ye



an~ tested, which some of you will be,
you will find that God is still able to
multiply the loaves and fishes to feed the mul-
titlld~. No matter how big your family is, how
i:ig-h the rent, 01' how high the coal, you will
find t.hat God will make provisions last twice
m' long if necessary. He will incr,ease the parL
that belongs to you to enable you to meet your
obligations and with God's approval upon you,
you will never change after you have proved
Gt)d in this way.

I have found out that God will collect it
hom us if we do not pay it willingly. Some
t!;Jles He uses the devil to teach us the folly 01'
J")Lbing God, but how much better it is to pay
the tithe to God and let some poor soul be bless-
ed, than for you to be stingy and have financial
reverses, and perhaps sickness in the famil.v by
\':ithholding. "There is that withholdeth more
t.han is meet, but it tendeth to poverty." If you
do not give it to God you will have to pay it to
the doctOl', 01' in some unforeseen, unexpectsd
avenue. It will not add anything to you re-
sources, you may depend on that.

J knew a farmer who had quite a Im'ge
farm, and he was prospered and blessed, l~ut
hi8 weak 'point was that he was selfish and mi:s-
c1'ly. He said that he coull] not pay his tithes,
although his wife wanted him to. He said, "No
\\',~cannot do it. We have a little mortgage and
we have to pay that 01'1'.' He gave a dollal' one:)
in awhile in a special meeting. and felt he was
(!.t',ing well to give that, but utterly refused to
oi ;8Y God. His wife was bro:<.m-hE'arted about
it, One day he was dl'iving a team down
tilJ'(.ugh the little village, the best team he
had, worth six 01' seven hundred dollars. The
ground was frozen and hard and those hors,es
hoth fell and broke their legs. They had to
I,e killed. 'fhe-l'e was a loss or seven hundred
dollars, far more than his tithes would have
amounted to. His wife reminded him that he
[,uffercd this loss because he had failed God.
Beside the good his money would have done
for God, he was out the seven hundred dollars,
Lut that was not all. One day a fine flock of
~;lieep were cl'ossing a railroad track, and along
came a fast train and plowed right through
the: flock, killing several hundred of them,
When that man saw that God's blessing was
I~Otupon him, he had to give up his own way.
IIe began to give God His portion and he was

Some of you me1\'
have had an expel'ienee like I had. I have laid
asicle my tithe, saying that it was the I~o]'(l",;
~ncl I would not touch it, but. here is an ohliga-
tion which J have to meet, and haven't the
money, and so bOlTOWfrom God, thinking I will
pay it hack next week. Did you ever do that '?



God reminded me once that I ought to pay in-
terest on what I borrowed of Him just as if I
had borrowed from the bank. When I was con-
verted God showed me that I should owe no
man anything, and He has kept me these years
without being indebted to anyone. I have been
in places where it has been a terrible tempta··
tion to borrow money, but there has always
lJeen something in my heart that held me back,
and once when I was tempted to borrow some
tithes God said to me, "It is holy unto the
Lord" in the thirty-first verse we read, "If a
man will at all redeem ought of his tithes, he
shall add thereto the fifth part thereof." If you
take a dollal', when you pay it back you shou:d
pay a fifth part more. The next time the devil
tempts you to spend your tithes, when you place
it back add a fifth part to it. "And concerning
the tithe of the herd or of the flock, even of
whatsoever passeth under the rod, the tenth
shall be holy unto the Lord." The Jews wel'e
commanded to tithe their flocks. Let us sup-
pose we have before us a flock of sheep, every
tenth one of which belongs to the Lord. But
there are some sickly ones in the flocks, and if
the owners is miserly or stingy he takes out a
crippled one, and another nea·rly dead, and an-
other half starved, and gives them to the Lord.
Isn't that like many ;people do today? They
ease their conscience by giving their tenth;
they throw their Canadian quarters and dimes
that they cannot pass on the streetcar into the
collection basket as their tithe. Friends, don't
be guilty of giving God the poorest. His por-
tion is holy unto the Lord. If we give to Him
what is due, it will not be so hard to meet ex-
penses. In Duet. 14 :29 we ,read that if all are
faithful in bringing in their tithe, whether littlJ
01' much, all expenses will be met and the widow
awl the fatherless will be cared for.

When Nehemiah went back to Jerusalem
to rebuild the ,valls of Jerusalem, he not only
found the p,eople discouraged and disheartened
nnd the walls lying in ruins, but he found tha.t
the priests and others who were in the service
of God, had to leave the house of God, and go
and plow in the fields for bread. He went to
the elders in IS1'ael and reproved them, and told
them it was 11 shame that they were not sup-
l)(.l'ted as God's servants. I know today, godly
mf.ll, God inspired and called men that have
been compelled to go back to work in the fields

and in other occupations, uecause they wel'e
Hot able to :::;upport their families. Why? Be-
cause some have failed God. People are un-
faithful in bringing thei·r tithe, so that God's
sel'vants are fOl'ced into other occupations.

God's word says He will not only POUl'you
out a spiritual blessing that YOul' souls would
not have room enough to hold it all, but He
pl'omises to rebuke the devourer that destroys
the fruit of your ground. Neither shall yom
vin.e cast her fruit before the time. It means if
we will obey God He will prosper us and bless
us in all that our hands undertake. Instead of
cur feeling that we are having such a hard
time, God will give us favor, and put His bles-
ing upon us and we will not only be able to give
our tithe, but will be able to give offel'ings as
well, and as a congregation will not be able to
SUPP01't only the missionaries that hav,e gone
hom our midst, but there will be no lack.

I challenge you to prove God for one month
and see what the re.sult will be. Let us prove
the Lord and see if He will not open the win-
dows of heaven and pour out such a blessing
that thel'e shall not be room enough to contain
it.-Japan and Pentecost.

That i~; on1'y
possible when we are certain that we arc as'{-
ing according to the will of God. The qu,,;tiO:l
i hen ·resolves itself into making sure of v,hat i;
the will of God. 1 John 5:14,15. It is a gr2aL
mistake to think the child of God canno~ }.now
His will about healing,

SENSITIVENESS
Beloved friends, what is it to be sensitive?

Alas, many of us use the same word with a dif-
ferent meaning. \Iil·e see a precious sensitive-
ne~.s in 2 Kings 22: 19, "Because thine heal't
was tender, and thou hast humbled thyself be--
fore the Lord." The aspect of true and deep
f.eeling, in contrast with Ephesians tt :]fl, IS

there before us.
Dut there is a pseudo-sensitiveness, which

while it may be "real" as an experience, is un-
appointed,-harmful to ourselves and unkind
to others, not to the glory of God: we need
to confess it as sin, and seek "victOI'Y" in the
Lord's might 1 Cor. 15 :57. It has two fOl'ms.

Both forms approach to "evil sunnisings,"
though Satan wraps them UI~ in anothel' way.
We "think" that .someone is against us, 01' hast-
il\- interpret an unintentional omission as a
slight. We break the Divine command "Love
one another" for lov·e worketh no ill. thinketh
no evil, but contrarily we have hard thoughts.
In some temperaments, these produce a WOITy'
ing and rankling self-occupation, a brooding dis-
content---'THAT IS ONE form of sin. It is a
sign of unhealthiness spiritually and th(;,s~
signs should be watched as definitely by God's
clear people as the tempel'ature and pulse by a
physician of the world.

In other believers the unkind "thoughts"
lead, be~-ond worrying within, to a measure of
,e:.pressed unkinqness, a fleshly talkativeness,

which in a deadly \Yay aims at the root of spil'-
itual love and unity. One of the saddest re-
suI ts of sin is that we often think we are righ t.
Oh. to 1)(' Jl)Ol'(':sensitive as to Olll' own sin! Do
Hot henceforth call the disease we are ponuer-
ing ".sensitiveness." It is often "touchiness,"
in plain English. It is sometimes self-will
which does not like to he reproved; and l1l'ide
which does not like to seem neglected, or, at
least, la,rgely composed of these. We feel we
have "cause" for our "complaint," and thus we
are unable to see our spiritual lack, and our
misconceptions. Once we take a wrong stand-
point, evel'ything- will apJPear "wrong."

If the Wl'ong sensitiveness exists, and
t.h-ere are "imag-inations" and misundel'stand-
ing:->,in yourself, judge them all at once. Nev,:;!'
allow inferences from anything but facLs:
"suppositions" are dangerous. You "thought"
A meant this and B implied that, and you are
\\-olTying- yourself or even informing C ahout
it. Judge the whole thing as sin. If others
hav·e this "feeling" towaJ'r! you, be exercised
in he8rt before God as to any cause in you,
however b'ivial, even as \\-hen the worlel at-
tacks you. Avoid self--satisfaction. Do no~
take a pinnacle and point out their sins, but
bend down for the washing of one another's
feeL As If.~ is exalted, evil surmisings will he
laid low!-Extracts from Herald of Light.
