Funds will be disbursed on Tuesday, June 1, 2021. Student-athletes
must be enrolled in a college or university.

Amount: The scholarship awarded will be a minimum of $500.

Deadline: The application deadline is Friday, April 16, 2021. The deadline is
the date which applications will no longer be accepted. The
selection committee will use the postmarked date to determine
mailed entries.
