e 1 pound boneless, skinless chicken breast
1 cup sliced carrots
1 cup frozen green peas
% cup chopped celery
Y5 cup butter
s cup flour
Y tsp. salt
Yatsp. pepper
Y4 tsp. celery seed
1 % cup chicken broth
% cup milk
2 (9-inch) pie crusts

Directions:
« Combine chicken, carrots, peas, and celery. Cover with water and boil for 15 minutes; drain
and set aside
e Melt butter and soften onions, for 3 minutes or so. Add salt, pepper, and celery seed. Add flour
and cook for 1 minute. Gently whisk in chicken broth and milk; cook until thickened.
« Combine everything into the pie crusts; bake at 425 for 30 minutes or until golden brown and
bubbly
